SETUP & INSTALLATION

Proper installation is crucial for optimal performance and safety. It is recommended that installation be performed by a
qualified professional. Ensure the vehicle's battery is disconnected before beginning installation.

Wiring Connections
Refer to the wiring diagram provided with your unit and the "Package Contents" section for identification of all cables.
Connect the power cable, speaker wires, RCA cables, USB cables, GPS antenna, radio antenna, and rear camera input
cable to their respective ports on the car stereo and your vehicle's wiring harness.

Mounting the Unit
Secure the car stereo unit into your vehicle's double din slot using the provided mounting brackets. Ensure it is firmly in place
to prevent movement during driving.

Connecting the Auto-Retractable Screen
The 7-inch display is auto-retractable. Ensure the screen mechanism is clear of obstructions during installation. The screen
will automatically pop up when powered on and retract when the '+' or '-' buttons are pressed on the unit's front panel.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Power On/Off and Screen Control
The unit powers on automatically with the vehicle's ignition. To retract or extend the screen, press the '+' or '-' buttons located
on the upper left corner of the unit's front panel. The screen also offers adjustable viewing angles for optimal visibility.

Carplay & Android Auto
The car stereo supports both Wireless Carplay and Android Auto. This allows you to synchronize your phone's essential
functions such as phonebook, email, notifications, map navigation, and music applications directly to the stereo display. For
iPhones, you can use "Siri" for voice control. Connect via Bluetooth and open the "CPlink/Android Auto" APP for automatic
connection, or use a USB cable to connect your phone and then open the "CPlink/Android Auto" APP.

Mirror Link
The Mirror Link feature allows you to transmit your mobile phone's screen directly to the car stereo. This is ideal for viewing
downloaded videos or other content from your phone on the larger display. Select the "carbitlink" APP on the stereo to initiate
the connection.

FM/RDS Radio

The display automatically
switches to the camera view when the vehicle is put into reverse gear. Ensure the two short wires on the camera are
connected for proper functionality. For optimal display, navigate to Settings > Factory Settings (Password: 1234) >
Backcar Source Setting and select AHD 720P 25fps.

The unit features dual USB interfaces and a Type-C port. You can connect a U disk to play music, videos, and view photos.
These ports also support charging for mobile devices.

MAINTENANCE

To ensure the longevity and optimal performance of your SIXTOP car stereo, follow these maintenance guidelines:



Cleaning the Screen: Use a soft, lint-free cloth to gently wipe the touchscreen. For stubborn smudges, slightly dampen
the cloth with water or a screen-safe cleaner. Avoid abrasive materials or harsh chemicals.

General Cleaning: Keep the unit free from dust and debris. Use a soft brush or compressed air to clean around
buttons and ports.

Temperature Control: Avoid exposing the unit to extreme temperatures for prolonged periods. While designed for
automotive environments, excessive heat or cold can affect performance.

Cable Connections: Periodically check all cable connections to ensure they are secure and free from corrosion.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your car stereo, refer to the following common problems and their solutions:

Problem Possible Cause / Solution

Unit does not
power on.

Check power cable connections. Ensure vehicle ignition is on. Check vehicle's fuse box for blown
fuses related to the stereo.

No sound from
speakers.

Verify speaker wire connections. Check volume level and mute status. Ensure correct audio source
is selected.

Screen does not
retract/extend.

Ensure the unit is powered on. Check for any physical obstructions. Press the '+' or '-' buttons on the
front panel.

Carplay/Android
Auto not
connecting.

Ensure Bluetooth is enabled on your phone and paired with the stereo. Try connecting via USB
cable. Make sure the "CPlink/Android Auto" app is open on the stereo. Restart both phone and
stereo.

Backup camera
image is unclear
or not displaying.

Ensure the camera is properly connected and powered. Verify the two short wires on the camera are
connected. Check camera lens for dirt or damage. Go to Settings > Factory Settings (Password:
1234) > Backcar Source Setting and select AHD 720P 25fps.

GPS signal is
weak or
inaccurate.

Ensure the GPS antenna is properly installed and has a clear view of the sky (e.g., on the
dashboard). Update map data if necessary.

Bluetooth
connection
issues.

Ensure Bluetooth is enabled on both devices. Unpair and re-pair the devices. Clear Bluetooth cache
on your phone.

Touchscreen
unresponsive.

Try restarting the unit. If the issue persists, a factory reset might be necessary (note: this will erase
all settings).
