1. Propuct OVERVIEW

This manual provides essential information for the installation, operation, and maintenance of the GruDawu
Gas Fuel Tank Petcock, model Grudawu-581-13. This component is designed as a direct replacement part
for the fuel system of the 1985 HONDA ELITE CH80 CH 80 SCOOTER.

The fuel petcock controls the flow of gasoline from the fuel tank to the carburetor, allowing the user to turn
the fuel supply on, off, or switch to a reserve tank setting.

5. INsTALLATION GUIDE



5.1 Safety Precautions

o Ensure the scooter is on a stable, level surface and the engine is cool before beginning any work.
o Disconnect the battery to prevent accidental electrical shorts.

« Work in a well-ventilated area, away from open flames or sparks, as gasoline fumes are highly
flammable.

+ Wear appropriate personal protective equipment, including gloves and eye protection.

« Have a fire extinguisher readily available.

5.2 General Installation Steps

1. Drain Fuel: Ensure the fuel tank is empty or nearly empty. If not, drain the fuel into an approved
container.

2. Locate Petcock: Identify the existing fuel petcock on the fuel tank.

3. Disconnect Fuel Lines: Carefully disconnect all fuel lines attached to the old petcock. Be prepared
for residual fuel leakage.

4. Remove Old Petcock: Unscrew or unbolt the old petcock from the fuel tank. Note any gaskets or O-
rings.

5. Prepare New Petcock: Ensure the new GruDawu petcock has any necessary gaskets or sealing
washers in place.

6. Install New Petcock: Mount the new petcock onto the fuel tank, ensuring a snug and secure fit. Do
not overtighten.

7. Reconnect Fuel Lines: Reattach all fuel lines to the new petcock, ensuring they are securely
clamped and free of kinks.

8. Refill Tank & Check for Leaks: Slowly add a small amount of fuel to the tank and check for any
leaks around the new petcock and fuel lines. If no leaks are present, continue refilling.

9. Test Operation: Start the scooter and check for proper fuel flow and operation of the petcock
settings (ON, OFF, RES).

It is highly recommended to consult your scooter's service manual or seek professional assistance for
detailed, model-specific installation instructions if you are unsure about any steps.

6. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The fuel petcock typically has three positions:

» ON: This is the standard operating position. Fuel flows from the main fuel pickup tube in the tank to
the carburetor.

o OFF: This position stops the flow of fuel from the tank to the carburetor. Always turn the petcock to
OFF when parking the scooter for extended periods or during maintenance to prevent fuel leaks or
carburetor flooding.

+ RES (Reserve): When the main fuel supply runs low, switch to the RES position. This accesses a
lower fuel pickup tube in the tank, providing a small reserve amount of fuel to reach a gas station.
Remember to refill your tank and switch back to ON after using the reserve.

Familiarize yourself with the specific markings and operation of your scooter's petcock lever.

7. MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance of your fuel petcock ensures reliable fuel delivery and prevents issues. While the



petcock itself requires minimal maintenance, consider the following:

« Regular Inspection: Periodically check the petcock and surrounding fuel lines for any signs of leaks,
cracks, or deterioration.

o Cleanliness: Ensure the area around the petcock is free from dirt and debris.

o Fuel Quality: Use clean, high-quality fuel to prevent sediment buildup that could clog the petcock or
fuel lines.

+ Gasket/Seal Check: If you notice any weeping or dripping, the internal seals or mounting gasket
may need inspection or replacement.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you experience issues with fuel delivery, consider these common troubleshooting steps related to the
petcock:

+ No Fuel Flow:
o Check if the petcock is in the "OFF" position.
o Ensure there is sufficient fuel in the tank. If low, try switching to "RES".
o Inspect fuel lines for kinks or blockages.

o The petcock filter screen inside the tank might be clogged with sediment. This requires removal
and cleaning.

o Fuel Leaks:
o Check the tightness of the mounting nut and fuel line clamps.
o Inspect the petcock body for cracks or damage.

o The internal seals or the mounting gasket may be worn and require replacement.

¢ Intermittent Fuel Flow:

o This could indicate a partially clogged petcock filter or fuel line.

For persistent issues, it is advisable to consult a qualified mechanic or refer to your scooter's official service
manual.
