3. SETUP INSTRUCTIONS

1. Mounting the Light: Attach the FS-300C to a compatible light stand using its integrated yoke. Ensure the mounting
knob is securely tightened. The light features a standard Bowens mount for attaching accessories like the included
reflector.

2. Attaching the Reflector: Align the reflector with the Bowens mount on the front of the light. Twist clockwise until it
locks into place. To remove, press the release button and twist counter-clockwise.

3. Power Connection: Connect the provided 4.5M power cable to the power input port on the rear of the FS-300C. Plug
the other end into a suitable AC power outlet (100-240V AC).

4. Initial Power On: Flip the power switch located on the rear of the unit to the 'ON' position. The display screen will
illuminate, indicating the light is ready for operation.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 On-board Controls
The FS-300C features an intuitive user interface with two control knobs and a MODE button for easy adjustments.

MODE Button: Press to cycle through different lighting modes (CCT, HSI, Effect modes) and to enter the menu.

Left Knob: Adjusts intensity (dimming). Pressing this knob offers a brightness reset function.

Right Knob: Adjusts color parameters (e.g., CCT, Hue, Saturation) depending on the selected mode. Pressing this
knob can lock settings to prevent accidental changes.

4.2 Wireless Control (NANLINK APP)
The FS-300C can be controlled wirelessly via Bluetooth using the NANLINK APP 2.0 or a 2.4G remote controller (sold
separately). This allows for quick and precise light adjustments, as well as complex setups with preset and grouping
functions.

3. Control Functions: Once paired, you can adjust brightness, color temperature, hue, saturation, and access various
special effects directly from the app.

For the COB LED and reflector, use a lint-free cloth
and avoid abrasive materials or harsh chemicals.

Always attach the
COB protective cap when not in use to prevent damage to the LED.

Ventilation: Ensure the cooling vents are clear of obstructions during operation to prevent overheating.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your FS-300C, refer to the following common problems and solutions:

Light Does Not Turn On:

Check if the power cable is securely connected to both the light and the power outlet.

Ensure the power switch is in the 'ON' position.

Verify the power outlet is functional.

No Wireless Control via App:

Ensure Bluetooth is enabled on your mobile device.

Confirm the light is powered on and within Bluetooth range.

Restart the NANLINK APP and attempt to re-pair the device.

Check if the light's firmware is up to date.

Abnormal Noise from Fan:

Ensure the cooling vents are not obstructed.

Check the fan mode setting; 'Full Speed' will be louder than 'Smart' or 'Low Speed'.
