INTRODUCTION

Welcome to the user manual for your CWOWDEFU P25L 11-inch Android 14 Tablet. This guide provides essential
information to help you set up, operate, maintain, and troubleshoot your device.

1. SETUP

1.1 Unboxing and Package Contents

Before starting, ensure all items are present in the package. Carefully remove the tablet and accessories from the
box.

1.2 Charging the Tablet

For first-time use, fully charge the tablet. Connect the Type-C cable to the tablet's charging port and the charging
head to a power outlet. The battery indicator on the screen will show charging status.

1.3 Powering On/Off

To Power On: Press and hold the Power button until the CWOWDEFU logo appears.

To Power Off: Press and hold the Power button, then select 'Power off' from the options on the screen.

To Restart: Press and hold the Power button, then select 'Restart' from the options.

1.4 Initial Setup

Upon first power-on, follow the on-screen prompts to:

Select your preferred language.

Connect to a Wi-Fi network.

Sign in with your Google account or create a new one.

Set up screen lock (PIN, pattern, password).

1.5 Inserting a TF Card

The tablet supports storage expansion up to 1TB using a TF (microSD) card.



1. Locate the SIM/TF card tray on the side of the tablet.

2. Use the ejector pin to open the tray.

3. Place the TF card into the designated slot with the gold contacts facing down.

4. Gently push the tray back into the tablet until it clicks into place.

2. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

2.1 Basic Navigation

The tablet uses touch gestures for navigation:

Tap: Select an item or open an app.

Tap and Hold: Access contextual menus or move icons.

Swipe: Scroll through pages or lists.



Pinch-to-Zoom: Zoom in or out on images and web pages.

2.2 Connecting to Wi-Fi

1. Go to Settings > Network & internet > Wi-Fi.

2. Toggle Wi-Fi On.

3. Select your desired network from the list and enter the password if prompted.

2.3 Bluetooth Pairing

1. Go to Settings > Connected devices > Bluetooth.

2. Toggle Bluetooth On.

3. The tablet will scan for available devices. Select your device from the list to pair.

2.4 Using the Cameras

The tablet is equipped with a front 5MP camera and a rear 13MP + 3MP dual camera system. Open the Camera
app to take photos or record videos. Tap the screen to focus and press the shutter button to capture.

2.5 Display and Audio

The 11-inch 2K IPS display (1920x1200) provides clear visuals, complemented by dual stereo speakers for an
immersive audio experience.

Brightness: Adjust screen brightness from the Quick Settings panel (swipe down from the top) or in Settings
> Display.

Volume: Use the volume buttons on the side of the tablet or adjust in Settings > Sound & vibration.

3.2 Software Updates



Regularly check for and install software updates to ensure your tablet has the latest features, security patches, and
performance improvements.

1. Go to Settings > System > System update.

2. Follow the on-screen instructions to download and install any available updates.

3.3 Battery Care

Avoid exposing the tablet to extreme temperatures.

Do not let the battery completely drain frequently.

Use the original charger and cable for optimal charging.

3.4 Storage Management

To maintain optimal performance, regularly manage your tablet's storage:

Delete unnecessary apps and files.

Move large files (photos, videos) to a TF card or cloud storage.

Clear app cache regularly in Settings > Apps > [App Name] > Storage & cache.

4. TROUBLESHOOTING

4.1 Tablet Not Turning On

Ensure the tablet is sufficiently charged. Connect it to the charger for at least 30 minutes.

Press and hold the Power button for 10-15 seconds to force a restart.

4.2 Wi-Fi Connection Issues

Restart your Wi-Fi router and the tablet.

Forget the network in Settings > Network & internet > Wi-Fi, then reconnect.

Ensure you are within range of the Wi-Fi signal.

4.3 Slow Performance

Close unused applications running in the background.

Clear app caches and free up storage space.

Restart the tablet.

If performance issues persist, consider a factory reset (Warning: This will erase all data. Back up important
files first.). Go to Settings > System > Reset options > Erase all data (factory reset).

4.4 Apps Crashing or Not Responding

Force close the app: Go to Settings > Apps > [App Name] > Force stop.

Clear the app's cache and data: Go to Settings > Apps > [App Name] > Storage & cache > Clear cache and
Clear data.

Uninstall and reinstall the app.
