4. SETUP

4.1 Initial Charging



Before first use, fully charge the tablet using the provided charger and USB Type-C cable. The battery
indicator on the screen will show charging progress.

4.2 Power On/Off

To Power On: Press and hold the Power On/Off button (2) until the screen lights up.

To Power Off: Press and hold the Power On/Off button (2) until a menu appears, then select 'Power
Off'.

To Restart: Press and hold the Power On/Off button (2) until a menu appears, then select 'Restart'.

4.3 Initial Setup Wizard
Upon first power-on, the tablet will guide you through the initial setup process. This includes selecting your
language, connecting to a Wi-Fi network, setting up your Google account, and configuring basic security
settings.

4.4 Connecting Accessories
The Biegedy B22 tablet comes with a Bluetooth keyboard and a wireless mouse for enhanced productivity.

Bluetooth Keyboard: Turn on the keyboard and activate its Bluetooth pairing mode. On the tablet, go
to Settings > Connected devices > Bluetooth, then search for and select the keyboard to pair.

Wireless Mouse: Insert the USB receiver of the wireless mouse into the OTG adapter, then connect
the OTG adapter to the tablet's USB Type-C port. The mouse should connect automatically.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 Basic Navigation (Android 14)
The tablet runs on Android 14, offering an intuitive user interface. Use touch gestures for navigation:

Tap: Select an item or open an app.

Swipe: Scroll through pages or lists.

Pinch-to-Zoom: Enlarge or reduce content on the screen.

Long Press: Access contextual menus or move icons.

5.2 Wi-Fi and Bluetooth Connectivity
The tablet supports 5G Wi-Fi 6 and Bluetooth 5.0 for fast and stable connections.

Wi-Fi: Go to Settings > Network & internet > Internet. Select your desired Wi-Fi network and enter the
password if required.

Bluetooth: Go to Settings > Connected devices > Bluetooth. Turn on Bluetooth and pair with
compatible devices like headphones or speakers.

5.3 Camera Usage
The tablet is equipped with a 5MP front camera and an 8MP rear camera.

5.4 Storage Management
The tablet has 128GB of internal storage, expandable up to 1TB via a TF (microSD) card.

Inserting a TF Card: Locate the TF card slot (often combined with the SIM tray, if present, or a
dedicated slot on the side). Carefully insert the TF card until it clicks into place.

Managing Storage: Go to Settings > Storage to view storage usage and manage files.

5.5 Widevine L1 Support
The tablet supports Widevine L1, enabling high-definition streaming from compatible services like Netflix,
Disney+, and Amazon Prime Video.

6. MAINTENANCE

6.1 Cleaning the Tablet

abrasive materials.

Avoid extreme temperatures.

Do not let the battery drain completely before recharging frequently.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Tablet not turning on: Ensure the tablet is charged. Connect it to the charger for at least 30 minutes,
then try powering it on again.

Wi-Fi not connecting: Check if Wi-Fi is enabled in settings. Restart your router and the tablet. Ensure
you are entering the correct password.

Slow performance: Close unused apps, clear cache, and ensure sufficient storage space. Restarting
the tablet can also help.

Apps crashing: Try clearing the app's cache (Settings > Apps > [App Name] > Storage & cache >
Clear cache). If the issue persists, reinstall the app.

Screen unresponsive: If the screen is frozen, press and hold the Power On/Off button for about 10-
15 seconds to force a restart.

7.1 Factory Reset
If persistent issues occur, a factory reset may be necessary. Warning: This will erase all data on your
tablet. Back up important data before proceeding. Go to Settings > System > Reset options > Erase all
data (factory reset).
