SETUP

1. Charging the Device

Before first use, fully charge the Kids Smart Phone. Connect the provided USB Type-C cable to the phone's charging port
and the other end to a compatible USB power adapter (not included) or a computer's USB port. The charging indicator will
show the charging status. A full charge typically takes approximately 1.5 hours.

2. Inserting the SD Card

The phone comes with a 4GB SD card for additional storage of photos, videos, and music. Locate the SD card slot, typically
on the side of the device. Gently insert the SD card until it clicks into place. Ensure the phone is powered off before inserting
or removing the SD card.

3. Initial Power On

Press and hold the power button (usually located on the side) for a few seconds until the screen lights up. Follow any on-
screen prompts for initial setup, such as setting the date and time.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Basic Navigation

The Kids Smart Phone features a 2.8-inch touchscreen. Navigate through menus and applications by tapping icons and
swiping across the screen. The interface is designed to be intuitive for young users.

The included silicone case provides enhanced drop resistance and protects the device from minor impacts. The phone also
features raised screen edges and is designed to be scratch-resistant.

TROUBLESHOOTING



Problem Possible Cause Solution

Device does not
power on.

Low battery; device
frozen.

Charge the device for at least 30 minutes. If still unresponsive, perform
a soft reset by holding the power button for 10-15 seconds.

Screen is
unresponsive.

Temporary software
glitch.

Restart the device. Ensure the screen is clean and dry.

Cannot transfer files
to/from computer.

Incorrect connection
mode; faulty cable.

Ensure "Mass Storage" mode is selected on the phone. Try a different
USB port or cable.

Games/apps are
slow or freezing.

Too many applications
running; low memory.

Close unused applications. Restart the device. Avoid using the phone
while charging for smoother performance.
