1. INTRODUCTION

magnification, and a rechargeable battery, it is equipped with multiple measurement modes to enhance your
outdoor experience. Please read this manual carefully before using the device to ensure optimal performance
and longevity.

3. KEY FEATURES

High Precision: Achieves an accuracy of ±0.3 meters up to 300 meters and ±0.5 meters up to 1200
meters. Features a transflective LCD and 7x magnification for clear readings.

4. SETUP

4.1 Charging the Device

1. Locate the USB-C charging port on the side of the rangefinder.

2. Connect the provided USB-C cable to the rangefinder and the other end to a compatible USB power
source (e.g., computer USB port, wall adapter).

3. The charging indicator light will illuminate during charging and turn off when fully charged.

4. A full charge typically takes approximately 2-3 hours.

4.2 Powering On/Off

To power on, press the Power button (usually marked with a power symbol or 'ON').

The device will automatically power off after 15 seconds of inactivity to conserve battery.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The SUNPOW Golf Rangefinder offers 5 distinct measurement modes. Press the 'M' (Mode) button to cycle
through these modes.

5.1 Golf Ballistic / Slope Compensation Mode

This mode provides the actual distance and the slope-adjusted distance, which is essential for golf. Toggle the
physical 'SLOPE' switch on the device to enable or disable slope compensation.

5.2 Speed Measurement Mode

Ideal for hunting or observing moving objects, this mode measures the speed of a target.

5.3 Elevation Measurement Mode

Cleaning: Use the provided microfiber cloth to gently wipe the lenses and body of the rangefinder. Do
not use abrasive materials or chemical cleaners.

Storage: Store the device in its carrying case when not in use to protect it from dust, moisture, and
impacts. Avoid extreme temperatures.

Battery Care: Recharge the battery regularly, even if not frequently used, to maintain battery health.
Avoid fully discharging the battery for extended periods.

Water Resistance: While IP54 rated, avoid submerging the device in water. Dry it thoroughly if it gets
wet.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING



Problem Possible Cause Solution

Device does
not power on.

Low battery; device malfunction.
Charge the battery fully. If problem persists,
contact support.

Inaccurate
measurements.

Lens obstruction; incorrect mode;
environmental factors (fog, heavy rain).

Clean lenses. Ensure correct mode is
selected. Avoid use in extreme weather.

Display is dim
or unreadable.

Low battery; extreme lighting conditions.
Recharge battery. Adjust viewing angle or
move to a different lighting condition.

Cannot switch
modes.

Button malfunction; temporary software
glitch.

Press the 'M' button firmly. Power off and on
the device.
