SETUP AND INSTALLATION

Follow these steps to securely attach the camera neck strap to your camera.

1. Locate the strap lugs or attachment points on your camera body. These are typically small metal loops
on either side of the camera.

2. Thread the thin end of the strap through one of the camera's strap lugs.
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3. Pass the thin strap end through the plastic buckle on the main strap, then loop it back through the
buckle to secure it. Ensure the strap is threaded correctly to prevent slippage. Repeat for the other side
of the camera.

4. Pull firmly on both ends of the strap to ensure it is securely fastened and cannot easily detach from the
camera.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The NEEWER CA116 strap offers versatile carrying options:

Neck Strap: Wear the strap around your neck for hands-free carrying and quick access to your
camera. Adjust the length so the camera rests comfortably at your chest or waist level.

Shoulder Strap: Drape the strap over one shoulder, allowing the camera to hang at your side. This
method provides easy access and can be comfortable for lighter cameras.

Wrist Strap: For added security when actively shooting, you can wrap the strap around your wrist.
This prevents accidental drops while maintaining flexibility.

Adjusting Strap Length
To adjust the strap length, manipulate the plastic buckles located on the thin ends of the strap. Slide the
buckles to shorten or lengthen the strap until it reaches your desired fit. Ensure both sides are adjusted
evenly for balanced weight distribution.

MAINTENANCE

To ensure the longevity and appearance of your NEEWER CA116 Camera Neck Strap:

Cleaning: Wipe the strap with a damp cloth and mild soap if it becomes dirty. Avoid harsh chemicals or
abrasive cleaners.

Drying: Allow the strap to air dry completely before reattaching it to your camera or storing it. Do not
use direct heat.

Storage: Store the strap in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight when not in use.

Inspection: Periodically inspect the strap, especially the attachment points and buckles, for any signs
of wear, fraying, or damage. Replace the strap if any significant damage is observed to prevent
accidental drops of your camera.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Issue Possible Cause Solution



Strap feels
uncomfortable or
digs into
neck/shoulder.

Incorrect length
adjustment.

Adjust the strap length to ensure the camera rests at a
comfortable height and the strap distributes weight
evenly.

Strap feels loose
or insecure.

Improper attachment to
camera lugs or buckles
not fully tightened.

Re-thread the strap through the camera lugs and buckles,
ensuring they are securely fastened and tightened. Refer
to the 'Setup and Installation' section.

Strap shows signs
of wear or fraying.

Normal wear and tear
or exposure to harsh
conditions.

Discontinue use if significant damage is present. Consider
replacing the strap to prevent camera damage.
