4. SETUP

4.1 Initial Power On

To power on your tablet for the first time, press and hold the Power button located on the top edge of the
device until the weelikeit logo appears. The tablet comes with a protective film pre-installed on the screen.

4.2 Language and Region Selection

Follow the on-screen prompts to select your preferred language and region. This will configure the tablet's
basic settings.

4.3 Wi-Fi Connection

Connect your tablet to a Wi-Fi network to access the internet. Go tdSettings > Network & internet > Wi-Fi
select your network, and enter the password if required. The tablet supports both 2.4GHz and 5GHz Wi-Fi
bands for stable and fast connections.

Select photo or video mode, frame your shot,
and tap the shutter button to capture. The 13MP rear camera includes a flash for low-light conditions.

7. CONNECTIVITY

7.1 Wi-Fi

The tablet supports dual-band Wi-Fi (2.4GHz and 5GHz) for fast and reliable internet access. Ensure your Wi-
Fi router is within range for optimal performance.

7.2 Bluetooth 5.0

Connect wireless accessories such as headphones, keyboards, or speakers via Bluetooth. Go tdSettings >
Connected devices > Bluetooth to pair new devices.

7.3 GPS

The built-in GPS module allows for accurate location tracking and navigation. This feature is useful for
mapping applications and location-based services.

8. STORAGE MANAGEMENT

using a MicroSD card (sold separately).

8.1 Inserting a MicroSD Card

Locate the SIM/MicroSD card tray on the side of the tablet. Use the provided SIM ejector tool to open the tray.
Carefully place the MicroSD card into the designated slot and reinsert the tray.

8.2 Managing Files

Use the pre-installed Files app to view, organize, and manage your documents, photos, videos, and other files
stored on the tablet and MicroSD card.

9. BATTERY INFORMATION

The tablet is equipped with a large 7000mAh battery, providing approximately 10 hours of average battery life
for mixed usage.

9.1 Charging the Tablet

Connect the provided Type-C USB cable to the tablet's USB-C port and the other end to the power adapter.
Plug the adapter into a wall outlet. A charging indicator will appear on the screen.

9.2 Battery Optimization

To extend battery life, reduce screen brightness, disable Wi-Fi or Bluetooth when not in use, and close
background applications.

10. MAINTENANCE

10.1 Cleaning the Device



Use a soft, lint-free cloth to clean the screen and body of the tablet. Avoid using harsh chemicals or abrasive
materials that could damage the surface.

10.2 Software Updates

Regularly check for and install system updates to ensure your tablet has the latest features, security patches,
and performance improvements. Go to Settings > System > System update

10.3 Screen Protection

The tablet comes with a pre-installed protective film. For additional protection, consider using a tempered
glass screen protector or a protective case.

11. TROUBLESHOOTING

11.1 Tablet Not Powering On

Ensure the tablet has sufficient battery charge. Connect it to the power adapter and wait a few minutes before
attempting to power it on again. If the issue persists, try holding the power button for 10-15 seconds for a
forced restart.

11.2 Wi-Fi Connection Issues

Check if Wi-Fi is enabled in settings. Restart your Wi-Fi router and the tablet. Forget the network and
reconnect. Ensure you are entering the correct password.

11.3 Slow Performance

Close unnecessary background apps. Clear cached data from apps (Settings > Apps > [App Name] > Storage
> Clear cache). Consider uninstalling unused apps or moving large files to a MicroSD card.

11.4 Factory Reset

If you encounter persistent software issues, a factory reset may resolve them.Warning: This will erase all data
on your tablet. Back up important data before proceeding. Go to Settings > System > Reset options > Erase
all data (factory reset).
