3. SETUP

Follow these steps for initial setup of your Autel MaxiIM IM508S:

1. Power On: Press and hold the power button on the device to turn it on.

2. Initial Configuration: Upon first use, the device will guide you through initial setup steps, including language
selection, time zone, and Wi-Fi connection. Ensure a stable internet connection for software updates and online
functions.

3. Software Updates: It is highly recommended to update the system software and vehicle diagnostic software to the
latest versions immediately after initial setup. This ensures optimal performance and access to the newest vehicle
coverage and functions.

4. Connect to Vehicle: Connect the OBDII cable to the vehicle's OBDII port and to the MaxiIM IM508S. The device
will automatically establish communication with the vehicle.

5. AutoVIN & AutoScan: For most 2006+ vehicles, the AutoVIN feature can automatically identify the vehicle's make,
model, and year. The AutoScan function will then automatically scan all available ECUs for fault codes, significantly
speeding up the diagnostic process.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1. Smart Mode and Expert Mode
The IM508S offers two distinct operational modes to cater to different user needs:

Image: Comparison of Smart Mode and Expert Mode interfaces.

Smart Mode: This mode provides a guided function menu with step-by-step instructions, making it ideal for primary
technicians or those less familiar with specific procedures.

Expert Mode: Designed for skilled technicians, this mode presents a function menu where each function is
separated, offering a convenient way to perform individual tasks as needed without guided prompts.

4.2. Bidirectional Control (Active Tests)



The bidirectional control feature allows the IM508S to send commands to vehicle ECUs to control and test specific
components. This is crucial for quickly checking if actuators like windows, rear mirrors, sunroof, wipers, headlights, or
throttle are functioning correctly.

4.3. OE-Level All Systems Diagnostics

Compatibility Issues: All functions are vehicle-specific and not universal to all cars. Before performing any
advanced function, especially key programming, it is crucial to verify compatibility with the specific vehicle's VIN,
make, model, and year. For compatibility inquiries, contact Autel support.

Toyota/Lexus Smart Key Lost Reset: Please note that the IM508S does not support Toyota/Lexus's smart key lost
reset function.

Device Not Powering On: Ensure the device is fully charged or connected to a power source. Check the power
cable and adapter for any damage.

Communication Errors: Verify that the OBDII cable is securely connected to both the vehicle's port and the
IM508S. Ensure the vehicle's ignition is on.

Software Freezing/Lagging: Ensure the device has sufficient storage space. Perform regular software updates to
resolve potential bugs and improve performance.
