The Upperizon Z-14Q is a 14-inch portable monitor featuring a 2K QHD (2160x1440) IPS glossy panel, 100%
sRGB color gamut, 430 nits brightness, and a 1500:1 contrast ratio. Its lightweight (490g) and ultra-slim (5mm
at thinnest point) design, along with versatile connectivity options (USB Type-C, Mini HDMI), make it ideal for
various applications, including work, entertainment, and gaming.

2. PRODUCT FEATURES

High-Resolution Display: 14-inch 2K QHD (2160x1440) IPS glossy panel for crisp, detailed visuals.

Automatic Aspect Ratio Adaptation: Automatically adjusts the aspect ratio to prevent image distortion
when displaying content with different ratios.

4. SETUP INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Attaching and Using the Stand Cover

1. The protective cover is magnetic. Align the cover with the back of the monitor for easy attachment.

2. To use as a stand, fold the cover and attach the designated magnetic area (e.g., section 'A' in the
diagram) to the upper part of the monitor's back. This creates a stable triangular support.

3. Adjust the monitor's viewing angle freely by utilizing different magnetic sections on the cover.

4.2 Connecting to Devices

The monitor supports connection via USB Type-C and Mini HDMI. Ensure your device's ports are compatible.

USB Type-C Connection: Use the provided USB Type-C to Type-C cable. This single cable can
transmit both video signal and power simultaneously. Ensure your device's Type-C port supports
Thunderbolt 3.0 or later, or DisplayPort Alt Mode.

HDMI Connection: Use the provided HDMI to Mini HDMI cable for video signal. For power, connect a



USB Type-C to Type-A cable to a power adapter or a USB-A port on your device.

Important Note for Nintendo Switch Users:

As of June 2025, the Nintendo Switch 2 does not support video output via a single Type-C cable;
connection requires the official dock.

Older Nintendo Switch models can output video with a single Type-C cable that supports video
transmission.

4.3 Power Supply

If the connected device cannot supply sufficient power (e.g., low battery on a smartphone or laptop), the
monitor may not function correctly. In such cases, connect an external power source (e.g., a USB power
adapter) to one of the monitor's USB Type-C ports using the USB Type-C to Type-A cable.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 Power On/Off

Press and hold the power button located on the side of the monitor to turn it on or off. A power indicator light
will illuminate when the monitor is active.

5.2 Menu Navigation

Use the menu buttons (Up, Down, Menu, Back) on the side of the monitor to access and adjust settings such
as brightness, contrast, color mode, and input source.

5.3 Aspect Ratio Management

The monitor features automatic aspect ratio adaptation. This ensures that images are displayed correctly
without distortion, even when the source content has a different aspect ratio than the monitor's native 3:2. In
some cases, black bars may appear at the top/bottom or sides to maintain the correct aspect ratio.

6. MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Use a soft, lint-free cloth to gently wipe the screen and body. Do not use abrasive cleaners or
solvents.

Storage: When not in use, store the monitor in a cool, dry place. Always use the protective cover to
prevent scratches and damage.

Handling: Handle the monitor with care due to its slim design. Avoid dropping or subjecting it to strong
impacts.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

"No Signal" or "Power Saving" Message:

Ensure all cables are securely connected. Try re-plugging them.

Verify that your source device is powered on and outputting a signal.



If using USB Type-C, confirm that your device's Type-C port supports video output (Thunderbolt
3.0+ or DisplayPort Alt Mode).

Try a different cable if available.

Insufficient Power:

If the monitor flickers or does not turn on when powered by the connected device, the device's
power output may be insufficient.

Connect an external power adapter (e.g., 5V3A or higher) to the monitor's USB Type-C port for
dedicated power.

Resolution Issues:

The maximum resolution is 2160x1440, but the actual usable resolution depends on your
connected device's output capabilities.

Check your device's display settings to ensure it is configured to output at the desired resolution.

Black Bars on Screen:

This is not a malfunction. The monitor's aspect ratio is 3:2. When displaying content with a different
aspect ratio, black bars appear to correctly adapt the image without distortion.
