3. SETUP

3.1. Unboxing and Components

Controller

3.2. Connecting the Simulator

1. Ensure your Meta Quest VR headset (Meta Quest 3, 2, or Pro) is fully charged and powered on.

2. Attach the VR headset controller to the GAIM blue gun controller using the provided controller holder.
This setup ensures accurate tracking of your movements.

3. Power on the GAIM blue gun controller.

4. Follow the on-screen instructions within your Meta Quest headset to pair the GAIM controller via



Bluetooth.

5. Launch the GAIM software application on your Meta Quest headset.

The weighted trigger provides a realistic feel
for each shot.

5. MAINTENANCE

To ensure the longevity and optimal performance of your GAIM Sport Shooting Simulator, follow these general
maintenance guidelines:

Cleaning: Regularly wipe down the blue gun controller and VR headset with a soft, dry cloth. Avoid
using abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Storage: Store the simulator components in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme
temperatures. Use the original packaging or a protective case when not in use.

Battery Care: Ensure the controllers and headset are charged regularly. For long-term storage, charge
batteries to approximately 50% to prolong their lifespan.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING



If you encounter any issues with your GAIM Sport Shooting Simulator, refer to the following common
troubleshooting steps:

Connectivity Issues: If the Bluetooth trigger or VR headset controller is not connecting, ensure both
devices are charged, powered on, and within range. Try restarting both the controller and the VR
headset.

Software Glitches: If the GAIM application is not responding or behaving unexpectedly, try restarting
the application or your Meta Quest headset. Ensure your software is updated to the latest version.

Tracking Problems: Ensure your play area is well-lit and free from obstructions that might interfere with
VR headset tracking. Check that the controller is securely attached to the blue gun.

Unresponsive Trigger: Verify that the Bluetooth trigger is properly paired and charged. If issues persist,
consult the Meta Quest support resources for controller-specific troubleshooting.
