1. INTRODUCTION

2. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

The Arafuna NDR111B is a versatile portable radio offering DAB/DAB+, FM, and Bluetooth connectivity. It features a clear
LCD display, 40 preset stations, dual alarms, and a sleep timer, all powered by a built-in rechargeable battery.

3. SETUP

Initial Charging



Before first use, fully charge the radio. Connect the provided Type-C USB cable to the radio's charging port and the other
end to a USB power adapter (not included) or a computer USB port. The battery indicator on the LCD display will show
charging status.

Antenna Extension

For optimal radio reception, extend the telescopic antenna fully. Adjust its position for the best signal quality.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Power On/Off

Press the Power button to turn the radio on or off.

Selecting Radio Modes (DAB/DAB+/FM)

Press the MODE button repeatedly to cycle through DAB, FM, and Bluetooth modes.

DAB/DAB+ Radio Operation

In DAB mode, the radio will automatically scan for available stations upon first use.

Use the navigation buttons to browse through the list of available DAB stations.

Press OK to select a station.

FM Radio Operation

In FM mode, you can perform an auto-scan or manual tuning.

To auto-scan, press and hold the SCAN button (if available) or follow on-screen prompts.

For manual tuning, use the navigation buttons to adjust the frequency.

Saving and Recalling Presets

The radio allows you to store up to 40 stations (20 DAB / 20 FM).

To Save a Station:

Tune to your desired station.

Press and hold the FAV button for 2 seconds.

Use the navigation buttons to select a preset number (1-20 for DAB, 1-20 for FM).

Press OK to confirm.

To Recall a Station:

Press the FAV button briefly.

Use the navigation buttons to select the desired preset number.

Press OK to confirm.

Bluetooth Connectivity

Switch to Bluetooth mode using the MODE button. The display will show "Bluetooth".

On your smartphone, tablet, or other Bluetooth device, enable Bluetooth and search for "NDR111B".

Select "NDR111B" to pair. Once connected, you can stream audio to the radio.

Note: Bluetooth headphones are not supported for output.

Dual Alarm Settings

You can set two independent alarms for different schedules (e.g., weekdays and weekends).

Access the alarm settings via the menu.

Set the desired alarm time, source (buzzer or radio station), and frequency (daily, weekdays, weekends).

Press OK to save.

Note: Alarms function only when the radio is connected to a power supply.

Sleep Timer Function

The sleep timer allows the radio to turn off automatically after a set period (15-90 minutes).

Access the sleep timer settings via the menu.

Select the desired duration (e.g., 15, 30, 60, 90 minutes).

The radio will automatically turn off after the selected time.

Headphone Use

Plug 3.5mm wired headphones into the headphone jack for private listening.

5. CHARGING

The Arafuna NDR111B features a built-in lithium battery that provides up to 5 hours of playback and can be fully recharged
in approximately 2.5 hours via the Type-C port.



Connect the Type-C cable to the radio and a power source.

The battery icon on the display will indicate charging status.

Disconnect the cable once fully charged to preserve battery life.

6. MAINTENANCE

Clean the radio with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Keep the device away from dust and direct sunlight.

If not used for a long period, charge the battery periodically to maintain its health.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

No power Battery is depleted Charge the radio using the Type-C cable.

Poor radio
reception

Antenna not extended or poor
signal area

Extend the telescopic antenna fully and adjust its position. Try
moving to a different location.

Bluetooth not
connecting

Device not in pairing mode or out
of range

Ensure the radio is in Bluetooth mode. Check that your device's
Bluetooth is on and within 10 meters.

Alarm not
sounding

Radio not connected to power or
alarm not set correctly

Connect the radio to a power source. Verify alarm settings (time,
source, frequency).
