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INTRODUCTION

Welcome to your new MZK 20V 13-Inch Battery Powered Snow Thrower. This manual provides essential
information for the safe and efficient operation, maintenance, and troubleshooting of your snow thrower.
Please read it thoroughly before first use and keep it for future reference.

This cordless snow shovel is designed for clearing snow from sidewalks, patios, and small driveways. It
features a 13-inch clearing width, a directional plate, and an adjustable front handle for user comfort and
control. Powered by a robust 4Ah battery with fast-charging capability, it offers approximately 25 minutes of
uninterrupted usage.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

General Safety Warnings

+ Eye Protection: Always wear appropriate eye protection when operating the snow thrower.

» Avoid Digging: Do not use the snow thrower for digging in the ground. This can damage the unit
and may lead to injury or damage to underground utilities.

SeTuP AND ASSEMBLY

Unboxing and Initial Inspection

Carefully remove all components from the packaging. Inspect for any damage during shipping. Ensure all
parts listed in the packing list are present.

Handle Assembly
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Attach the adjustable front handle to the main shaft. Secure it using the provided knobs. Adjust the handle
to a comfortable operating height for optimal control and reduced strain.

ANGLE ADJUSTMENT: + 30 DEGREES

+30-degree angle adjustment for directing snow.

Battery Installation and Charging

Insert the fully charged 20V 4.0Ah Li-ion battery into the designated battery slot on the snow thrower.
Ensure it clicks securely into place. Before first use, fully charge the battery using the provided fast
charger. A full charge typically provides approximately 25 minutes of continuous operation.

OPERATING YOUR SNnow THROWER

Starting and Stopping

To start the snow thrower, press and hold the safety button, then squeeze the trigger switch. Release the
trigger to stop the unit.

Snow Clearing Technique

Push the snow thrower forward at a steady pace. For optimal performance, avoid forcing the unit through
deep or heavy snow. Take narrower passes if the snow is particularly deep or wet. The 13-inch clearing
width and 6-inch clearing depth are ideal for light to moderate snowfalls.

Directional Plate Adjustment

The snow thrower features a directional plate to control the snow discharge. Adjust the plate to direct snow
away from cleared areas, windows, or other objects. This helps prevent snow from being thrown back onto
your path or neighboring properties.

Visibility in Low Light

The integrated bright LED headlights provide increased visibility during early morning or late evening
operation.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning

After each use, remove the battery and clean the snow thrower. Use a damp cloth to wipe down the
exterior. Clear any snow or debris from the auger housing and discharge chute. Do not use harsh
chemicals or abrasive cleaners.

Battery Care

Store the battery in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and moisture. For long-term storage, ensure
the battery is partially charged (around 50%). Recharge the battery periodically during extended storage to
maintain its lifespan.

Auger Inspection

Regularly inspect the plastic auger blade for signs of wear or damage. While designed for durability,
impacts with hard objects can cause damage. Replace worn or broken auger blades promptly to maintain
performance and safety.

TROUBLESHOOTING




Common Issues and Solutions
+« Snow Thrower Does Not Start:

o Ensure the battery is fully charged and properly inserted.

o Verify the safety button is pressed before squeezing the trigger.
» Reduced Snow Clearing Performance:

o Check if the auger blade is worn or damaged.
o Ensure the battery has sufficient charge.

o Avoid overloading the unit; take smaller passes in deep or wet snow.
« Unusual Noise or Vibration:

o Immediately stop the unit and remove the battery.

o Inspect the auger and housing for any foreign objects or damage.
