The Olycism P5 MP3 Player is a versatile portable music device designed for high-quality audio playback and various multi-
functional uses. It features a compact design, a 2-inch LCD screen, and a robust 128GB storage capacity (64GB internal + 64GB

TF card).

« Multi-functional: Acts as a music player, voice recorder, e-book reader, FM radio, repeater, and features a built-in HD
speaker and alarm clock.

SeTtupr AND FIRsT Use

1. Charging the Device

Before first use, fully charge the MP3 player. Connect the provided USB charging cable to the player's charging port and the other
end to a USB power adapter (not included) or a computer's USB port. The charging indicator will show the charging status and
turn off when fully charged.



A full charge typically takes approximately 2-3 hours and provides up to 54 hours of music playback.

2. Powering On/Off

« To Power On: Press and hold the Power button (usually located on the side or top) for a few seconds until the screen lights
up.
« To Power Off: Press and hold the Power button until the "Power Off" prompt appears, then confirm.

3. Transferring Music and Files
You can transfer files to your MP3 player using two methods:
Via USB Connection (Computer)

1. Connect the MP3 player to your computer using the USB cable.
2. The player will appear as a removable disk drive on your computer.

3. Drag and drop your music files (MP3, WMA, WAV, APE, FLAC, AAC-LC, M4A, OGG) or other supported files (e.g., e-books,
videos) into the appropriate folders on the player.

4. Safely eject the device from your computer before disconnecting the USB cable.
Via OTG Function (Smartphone/Tablet)

The MP3 player supports OTG (On-The-Go) function, allowing direct file transfer from compatible smartphones or tablets without a
computer. Ensure your mobile device supports OTG.

1. Connect the MP3 player to your OTG-enabled smartphone/tablet using an OTG adapter (not included) and the USB cable.
2. Your mobile device should recognize the MP3 player as external storage.

3. Use your mobile device's file manager to copy or move files to and from the MP3 player.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Navigation and Menu

The MP3 player features a 2-inch LCD screen and touch-sensitive buttons for navigation. The main menu provides access to
various functions such as Music, Record, Video, Radio, Pictures, E-Book, Settings, and Bluetooth.

1. Music Playback

From the main menu, select "Music" to browse your audio files. You can navigate through folders, artists, albums, or genres. The
player supports MP3, WMA, WAV, APE, FLAC, AAC-LC, M4A, and OGG formats.

Play/Pause: Press the central play button.

« Next/Previous Track: Use the left/right navigation buttons.
« Volume Control: Use the up/down navigation buttons or dedicated volume buttons if available.

« A-B Repeat: This function allows you to loop a specific segment of an audio file. Select the start point (A) and end point (B)
during playback.

2. Bluetooth Connectivity

The MP3 player is equipped with Bluetooth 5.0 for stable and fast wireless audio transmission to Bluetooth headphones or
speakers.

1. From the main menu, select "Bluetooth".

2. Turn on Bluetooth on the MP3 player.

3. Ensure your Bluetooth headphones or speaker are in pairing mode.

4. The MP3 player will scan for available devices. Select your device from the list to connect.

5. Once connected, audio will be routed through the Bluetooth device.

3. FM Radio
To use the FM Radio function, ensure wired earphones are connected as they act as the antenna.

1. From the main menu, select "Radio" or "FM Radio".
2. The player will automatically scan for available stations or allow manual tuning.
3. Use the navigation buttons to change stations.

4. You can save your favorite stations for quick access.

4. Voice Recorder
The built-in voice recorder allows you to capture audio notes, lectures, or meetings.

1. From the main menu, select "Record".
2. Press the record button to start recording.
3. Press it again to pause/resume, and press a designated stop button to end and save the recording.

4. Recordings are saved in a dedicated folder and can be played back later.

5. E-Book Reader
The player supports reading e-books, typically in TXT format.

1. Transfer TXT files to the player's E-Book folder.
2. From the main menu, select "E-Book".
3. Choose the desired e-book to open and read.

4. Use navigation buttons to scroll through pages.

6. Alarm Clock

Set an alarm to wake up or for reminders.

1. Navigate to "Settings" and then "Alarm Clock".
2. Set the desired time and alarm sound.

3. Ensure the alarm is enabled.

MAINTENANCE AND CARE

« Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the device. Do not use liquid cleaners or aerosols.

« Storage: Store the player in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures.

« Battery Care: To prolong battery life, avoid fully discharging the battery frequently. Charge the device regularly, even if not

in use for extended periods.

« Avoid Impacts: Protect the device from drops and impacts, which can damage internal components or the screen.

« Water Resistance: This device is not waterproof. Avoid exposure to water or high humidity.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem

SPECIFICATIONS

Possible Cause / Solution

Battery might be depleted. Connect to charger and try again. If unresponsive, try pressing the reset
button (if available, often a small pinhole).

Ensure USB cable is securely connected. Try a different USB port or cable. Restart both the player and
the computer. Ensure necessary drivers are installed (usually automatic).

Ensure both devices are in pairing mode and within range. Disconnect and re-pair. Check if other
Bluetooth devices are interfering.

Check volume level. Ensure headphones are properly plugged in (if wired). If using Bluetooth, ensure
it's connected and volume is up on both devices. Test with different headphones/speakers.

Check if the file format is supported (MP3, WMA, WAV, APE, FLAC, AAC-LC, M4A, OGG). Ensure files
are not corrupted. Re-transfer the files.

Press and hold the power button to force a restart. If that doesn't work, locate the reset pinhole (if
present) and use a thin object (like a paperclip) to press it.
