3. PRODUCT FEATURES

Carplay & Android Auto: Synchronize phonebook, email, notifications, map navigation, and music
apps. Supports voice assistant for hands-free control. Connect via Bluetooth (with WiFi on) or USB cable
using the CPLink/Android Auto app.

Mirror Link: Transmit your mobile phone screen to the car stereo display. Compatible with iOS and
Android devices. Ideal for viewing downloaded videos. Select the "carbitlink" app for this function.

Split Screen Function: Display two applications simultaneously on the screen. Drag a browse page to
the left or right side of the screen after clicking the rectangle at the top.

Various Radio Themes: Customize the desktop theme by long-pressing a blank space on the
homepage.

WiFi & GPS Navigation: Connect to WiFi to download apps, stream music, and watch videos. Built-in
GPS allows offline navigation from the Play Store. Online maps function with WiFi connection.

Bluetooth & FM/RDS Radio: Bluetooth supports hands-free calls, address book synchronization, and
mobile music playback. FM/RDS radio (87.5-108 MHz) provides access to news, music, weather, and
traffic information.

Steering Wheel Control Function: Utilize existing steering wheel buttons to control audio functions for
convenience and safety.

AHD Backup Camera: Includes a waterproof night vision camera for clearer reversing images. Ensure
the two short wires on the camera are connected. Verify AHD 720P 25fps setting in Factory Settings
(Password: 1234).

4. INSTALLATION GUIDE

4.1 Wiring Diagram

Follow the diagram below for correct wiring connections. Incorrect wiring can damage the unit or vehicle
electrical system.

4.2 General Installation Notes

Ensure the vehicle's power is disconnected before starting installation.

Refer to your vehicle's specific wiring diagram if available.

Secure all connections to prevent short circuits or loose contacts.

Test all functions before fully reassembling the dashboard.



5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

5.1 Touch Calibration (Five-point)

To activate touch calibration, place all five fingers on the screen simultaneously. Follow the on-screen prompts
to calibrate the touch points.

5.2 Wi-Fi Settings

To connect to Wi-Fi, navigate to Settings > Network & internet > Wi-Fi. Select your desired network and enter
the password. After a successful connection, you can use online applications such as YouTube.

5.3 Language Settings

To change the system language, go to Settings > System > Languages & input > Languages. Select 'Add a
language' to choose your preferred language and then drag it to the top of the list to set it as primary.

5.4 Time Settings

Adjust date and time settings by navigating to Settings > System > Date & time. You can choose to use
network-provided time or GPS-provided time for automatic synchronization.

5.5 Steering Wheel Learning

To configure steering wheel controls, go to Settings > Car Settings > General. Enter the SWC setting interface.
Follow the on-screen instructions to bind each steering wheel button to its corresponding function on the
stereo.

5.6 Screen Brightness Adjustment

Adjust the screen brightness by going to Settings > Car Settings > Display > Brightness. Use the slider to set
your preferred brightness level.

5.7 Protocol Settings

To access protocol settings, navigate to Settings > Car Settings > Factory. Enter the password (000000) and
then select 'CarType Setting' to configure vehicle-specific protocols.

5.8 Touchscreen Learning

For touchscreen learning, go to Settings > Car Settings > Factory. Enter the password (000000) and select
'Touch Learning'. Follow the prompts to calibrate touch functions.

5.9 Button Learning

To configure physical buttons, go to Settings > Car Settings > Factory. Enter the password (000000) and select
'Physical Learning'. Follow the prompts to bind each physical button to its corresponding function.

5.10 Speed Unit Switch



To change the speed unit (km/h or mph), go to Settings > Car Settings > Factory. Scroll down to 'Speed Unit'
and select your desired unit.5.11 Clear Memory
To clear recent applications from memory, tap the square icon on the top right of the screen, then select 'Clear
All'.

5.12 UI Theme

The stereo offers multiple UI themes for customization. To change the theme, navigate to the 'Theme'
application from the main menu and select your preferred design.

5.13 Radio Settings

Access the radio application from the main menu. You can manually tune frequencies or save preset stations.
The unit supports FM/RDS radio.

5.14 EQ Settings

To adjust audio equalization, open the 'EQ' application. You can select from various preset modes (e.g., Jazz,
Pop, Rock) or customize the equalizer bands. Balance settings for speaker output are also available.

5.15 Bluetooth Connection

To connect your phone via Bluetooth, enable Bluetooth on your phone and on the car stereo (Settings >
Bluetooth). Search for 'Car BT' on your phone, pair the devices, and confirm the pairing code. After connecting,
you can use features like Bluetooth calling and music playback.

5.16 Carplay Connection

To use Carplay, ensure your phone's WiFi is on and Bluetooth is connected to 'Car BT'. Open the 'Zlink' app on
the stereo. Follow the prompts to connect your iPhone. Once connected, Carplay features will be accessible
on the stereo screen.

5.17 Android Auto Connection

To use Android Auto, ensure your phone's WiFi is on and Bluetooth is connected to 'Car BT'. Open the 'Zlink'
app on the stereo. Follow the prompts to connect your Android phone. Once connected, Android Auto features
will be accessible on the stereo screen.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your SIXTOP Android Car Stereo, consider the following general troubleshooting
steps:

No Power: Check all power connections and fuses. Ensure the ignition is on.

No Sound: Verify speaker connections. Check volume levels and mute settings. Ensure the correct
audio source is selected.

Bluetooth Connection Issues: Ensure Bluetooth is enabled on both devices. Delete previous pairings
and try reconnecting. Check for interference.

GPS Signal Loss: Ensure the GPS antenna is properly installed and has a clear view of the sky.

Touchscreen Unresponsive: Perform a five-point touch calibration as described in section 5.1.

Steering Wheel Controls Not Working: Re-perform the steering wheel learning process as described in



section 5.5.

Backup Camera Display Issues: Check camera wiring and ensure the AHD 720P 25fps setting is
selected in Factory Settings (Password: 1234).

System Freezes/Slow Performance: Clear recent applications from memory (section 5.11). If the issue
persists, a factory reset may be necessary (consult support before performing a factory reset).

For persistent issues, please contact customer support.
