3. SETUP INSTRUCTIONS

Follow these steps to assemble your VEVOR Electric Drum Set:

3.1 Assembling the Drum Rack

1. Unpack all components and lay them out on a clean, flat surface.

2. Assemble the main frame of the drum rack according to the diagrams provided in the included user manual.
Ensure all clamps and screws are securely tightened.

3.2 Attaching Drums and Cymbals

1. Attach the snare drum, tom pads, and kick drum pad to their designated positions on the rack.

2. Mount the hi-hat, crash, and ride cymbal pads onto their respective arms.

3. Connect all drum and cymbal pads to the drum module using the provided cables. Each cable is typically
labeled to match the corresponding input on the module.

3.3 Connecting Pedals

1. Place the kick drum pedal in front of the kick drum pad and connect it.

2. Position the hi-hat pedal and connect it to the drum module.

3.4 Adjusting Height and Angle

The drum stand and throne are adjustable to ensure a comfortable playing position for all users.

Adjust the height of the drum rack using the quick-release clamps.

Adjust the angle and position of individual drum and cymbal pads for optimal reach.

Adjust the height of the drum throne to allow for a comfortable and ergonomic drumming posture.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Powering On and Off

1. Connect the DC 9V power adapter to the drum module and a power outlet.

2. Press the power button on the drum module to turn the unit on. The display will illuminate.

3. To power off, press and hold the power button until the display turns off.

4.2 Drum Module Overview

The drum module is the central control unit for your electric drum set. It features a display, navigation buttons, a
volume knob, and various input/output ports.

4.3 Selecting Drum Kits and Sounds

The module offers 32 preset drum kits and 480 individual sounds. Use the 'KIT' button and navigation controls to
browse and select different drum kits. Use the 'SOUND' button to customize individual drum and cymbal sounds
within a kit.

4.4 Practice Modes and Demo Songs

Enhance your drumming skills with the built-in features:

Demo Songs: Access 30 pre-recorded demo songs to play along with or for inspiration.

Practice Modes: Utilize the 3 practice modes to improve rhythm, timing, and speed. Refer to the module's
display for specific mode instructions.

4.5 Playing Techniques

Dual-Trigger Snare: The 8-inch mesh snare drum supports dual-triggering, allowing for distinct sounds when
striking the center (head) or the rim. This simulates acoustic snare drum techniques.

Cymbal Choke Function: The crash cymbals feature a choke function. Grabbing the edge of the cymbal after
striking will mute the sound, mimicking real cymbal performance.

4.6 Connectivity

The drum module offers various ports for external connections:

OUTPUT: Connect to an amplifier, mixer, or PA system.

PHONE: Connect headphones for private practice.

AUX IN: Connect an external audio device (e.g., MP3 player, smartphone) to play along with your favorite
music.

USB MIDI: Connect to a computer for MIDI recording, music production software, or to use the drum set as a
MIDI controller.

5. MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance ensures the longevity and optimal performance of your electric drum set.

5.1 Cleaning

Wipe down drum pads, cymbals, and the module with a soft, dry cloth.

For stubborn dirt, use a slightly damp cloth and immediately dry the surface.

Avoid using abrasive cleaners, solvents, or waxes, as these can damage the surfaces.

5.2 Cable Management

Ensure all cables are neatly routed and secured to prevent tangling or accidental disconnection.

Avoid sharp bends or kinks in cables, which can lead to damage over time.



5.3 Storage

When not in use for extended periods, store the drum set in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and
extreme temperatures.

Consider covering the set with a dust cover to protect it from dust and debris.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your VEVOR Electric Drum Set, refer to the following common troubleshooting tips:

6.1 No Sound Output

Check if the drum module is powered on.

Ensure the master volume knob on the module is turned up.

Verify that headphones or external speakers are properly connected to the 'PHONE' or 'OUTPUT' jacks.

If using external speakers, check their power and volume settings.

Confirm that individual pad cables are securely connected to both the pads and the module.

6.2 Pads Not Responding

Check the cable connection for the unresponsive pad at both the pad and module ends.

Ensure the pad sensitivity settings on the module are not set too low.

If a specific pad is consistently unresponsive, try swapping its cable with a known working pad's cable to isolate
the issue (cable vs. pad).

6.3 MIDI Connection Issues

Ensure the USB MIDI cable is correctly connected between the drum module and your computer.

Verify that your computer's operating system and music software recognize the drum module as a MIDI device.
You may need to install specific drivers if prompted.

Check MIDI input settings within your music software.
