1. INTRODUCTION

Thank you for purchasing the Generic 3300796 TV Cabinet. This manual provides essential information
for the safe assembly, proper use, and maintenance of your new furniture. Please read these instructions
carefully before beginning assembly and retain them for future reference.

This TV cabinet is designed to provide ample storage space and a stable platform for your television and
media devices. It features a robust engineered wood construction with a durable metal frame, offering
both functionality and a modern aesthetic.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

To ensure safe use of this product, please observe the following guidelines:

o Adult Assembly Required: This product must be assembled by adults. Keep children away from
the assembly area.

« Weight Limits: Do not exceed the specified weight capacities. Overloading can cause damage or
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injury.

o Maximum load capacity (top surface): 30 kg
o Maximum load capacity (each compartment): 15 kg

o Maximum total load capacity: 60 kg

» Stable Placement: Place the TV cabinet on a flat, level, and stable surface to prevent tipping.

o Anti-Tip Devices: If anti-tip hardware is included, it is strongly recommended to install it to secure
the cabinet to a wall, especially in households with children.

« Handle with Care: Be cautious when moving the assembled unit. It is recommended to have two
people move the cabinet to prevent injury or damage.

o Ventilation: Ensure adequate ventilation around electronic devices placed within the cabinet to
prevent overheating.

3. PAckAGE CONTENTS

Before assembly, verify that all components are present and undamaged. If any parts are missing or
damaged, please contact customer support.
The package should contain the following main components:

o Engineered wood panels (top, bottom, side, back, door panels)

o Metal frame components

o Assembly hardware (screws, dowels, hinges, handles, etc.)

o Assembly instructions/diagrams (separate sheet)

4. SETUP AND ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Assembly is required for this TV cabinet. Please follow the detailed assembly diagrams provided in your
package. The general steps are outlined below:

1. Unpack and Identify: Carefully unpack all components and lay them out on a clean, soft surface
(e.g., a blanket or carpet) to prevent scratches. Identify each part using the provided diagrams.

2. Assemble Metal Frame: Begin by assembling the metal frame components according to the
diagrams. Ensure all connections are secure.

3. Attach Wood Panels: Securely attach the engineered wood panels to the metal frame. Pay
attention to the orientation of each panel.



4. Install Doors: Attach the hinges to the door panels and then to the cabinet frame. Adjust hinges as
needed for proper door alignment. Install door handles.

5. Final Check: Once assembled, ensure all screws and fasteners are tightened. Do not overtighten.
6. Positioning: With assistance, carefully move the assembled cabinet to its desired location.

Tools Required (not included): Typically, a screwdriver (Phillips head) and possibly a hammer or rubber
mallet are needed for assembly.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS (USAGE)

Your Generic 3300796 TV Cabinet is designed for practical use in your living space:
« Television Placement: Place your television centrally on the top surface of the cabinet. Ensure the
TV base fits within the dimensions of the cabinet top and does not exceed the 30 kg weight limit.

o Storage: Utilize the three compartments with doors to store media devices, DVDs, books,
magazines, or other household items. Each compartment has a weight limit of 15 kg.

o Door Operation: The doors open and close smoothly. Avoid forcing them to prevent damage to
hinges or panels.

« Cable Management: While not explicitly designed with cable holes, cables can be routed behind the
unit or through gaps to maintain a tidy appearance.

6. MAINTENANCE

Proper care will extend the life and appearance of your TV cabinet:
» Cleaning: Wipe surfaces with a soft, damp cloth. Avoid using abrasive cleaners, harsh chemicals, or
solvents, as these can damage the finish. Dry immediately with a clean cloth.
« Spills: Clean up spills immediately to prevent moisture damage to the engineered wood.

« Hardware Check: Periodically check all screws and fasteners to ensure they remain tight. Retighten
if necessary, but do not overtighten.

« Avoid Direct Sunlight: Prolonged exposure to direct sunlight can cause fading or discoloration of
the wood finish.

+ Heat Sources: Keep the cabinet away from direct heat sources like radiators or fireplaces to
prevent warping or damage.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter any issues with your TV cabinet, refer to the following common problems and solutions:

o Cabinet is Wobbly:
Solution: Ensure the cabinet is on a level surface. Check all assembly screws and tighten them if
loose. If adjustable feet are present, adjust them to stabilize the unit.

Doors Do Not Align Properly:

Solution: Adjust the hinges on the inside of the doors. Most hinges allow for minor adjustments
(up/down, left/right, in/out) using a screwdriver. Refer to the hinge manufacturer's instructions if
available.

Missing or Damaged Parts:
Solution: Do not attempt to force assembly with missing or damaged parts. Contact the seller or
manufacturer's customer support immediately for replacements.

Difficulty During Assembly:
Solution: Review the assembly diagrams carefully. Ensure you are using the correct hardware for



each step. If still struggling, consider seeking assistance from another person.
