2. SAFETY INFORMATION

Do not look directly into the projector lens when the lamp is on.

Ensure proper ventilation around the projector to prevent overheating.

Keep the projector away from water, moisture, and flammable materials.

Use only the power adapter supplied with the projector.

Avoid dropping or subjecting the projector to strong impacts.

Unplug the projector during lightning storms or when unused for long periods.

3. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

Projector Components

Lens: Projects the image onto the screen.

Focus Ring: Adjusts image clarity.

Keystone Correction: Corrects trapezoidal image distortion.

Control Panel: On-device buttons for basic functions.

Speaker: Integrated audio output.

Ventilation Ports: For heat dissipation.

Input/Output Ports

HDMI Port: Connects to HDMI-enabled devices (laptops, gaming consoles, streaming sticks).

USB Port: Connects to USB drives for media playback.

AV Port: Connects to older devices using an AV cable.

Audio Out: Connects to external audio systems (headphones, speakers).

Power Input: Connects to the power adapter.

4. SETUP

4.1 Unpacking and Placement

1. Carefully remove all components from the packaging.

2. Place the projector on a stable, flat surface. Ensure adequate space for ventilation.

3. Consider projection distance based on desired screen size. The projector supports a 300-inch screen.

4. For alternative installations, use the 1/4'' screw hole at the bottom for tripod, ceiling, or wall mounting.

4.2 Power Connection

1. Connect the power cable to the projector's power input port.



2. Plug the other end of the power cable into a power outlet.

4.3 Initial Power On

1. Press the power button on the projector or the remote control to turn it on.

2. Allow a few moments for the projector to start up.

5. OPERATING

5.1 Basic Operation

Focus Adjustment: Rotate the focus ring near the lens until the image appears clear and sharp.

Keystone Correction: Use the keystone adjustment feature (manual or digital, depending on model) to
correct any trapezoidal distortion if the projector is not perfectly perpendicular to the screen.

Navigation: Use the arrow keys and OK button on the remote or projector control panel to navigate menus.

5.2 Connectivity

The ZDK projector offers versatile connectivity options:

HDMI: Connect your laptop, gaming console (PS5), or streaming device (Fire Stick, Roku) using an HDMI
cable. Select the corresponding HDMI input source.

USB: Insert a USB drive into the USB port to play media files directly. Navigate to the media player
interface to select your content.

AV: Use the provided AV cable to connect to devices with AV output. Select the AV input source.

5.3 Wireless Connectivity (WiFi & Bluetooth)

WiFi Connection: Access the projector's settings menu, select 'Network' or 'WiFi', and connect to your
dual-band 5G/2.4G WiFi network. This enables online streaming and screen mirroring features.

Screen Mirroring: For smartphones (iPhone, Android) and tablets (iPad), enable screen mirroring (e.g.,
AirPlay for iOS, Miracast for Android) on your device and select the projector from the available devices.
Ensure both devices are connected to the same WiFi network.

Bluetooth Audio: The projector supports two-way Bluetooth 5.1 audio transmission. Go to the Bluetooth
settings, enable Bluetooth, and pair with external Bluetooth speakers, headphones, or soundbars for
enhanced audio.

6. MAINTENANCE

6.1 Cleaning

Lens: Use a soft, lint-free cloth specifically designed for optical lenses. Do not use abrasive cleaners or
cloths.

Exterior: Wipe the projector's exterior with a soft, dry cloth. For stubborn marks, slightly dampen the cloth
with water. Avoid harsh chemicals.

Ventilation Ports: Periodically clean the ventilation ports with a soft brush or compressed air to prevent
dust buildup, which can affect performance and lifespan.

6.2 Storage

When not in use, store the projector in a cool, dry place, away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures.
Use the original packaging or a protective case to prevent dust and damage.

Power not connected, incorrect
input source, loose cable
connection.

Check power cable, select correct input source (HDMI,
USB, AV), ensure cables are securely connected.

Image is
blurry

Out of focus, incorrect projection
distance.

Adjust the focus ring. Ensure the projector is within the
recommended projection distance.

Image is
trapezoidal

Projector not perpendicular to the
screen.

Adjust keystone correction.

No sound
Volume too low, incorrect audio
output selected, external device
audio issue.

Increase volume. Check audio settings on projector
and connected device. Ensure Bluetooth speaker is
paired correctly.

Remote
control not
working

Dead batteries, obstruction,
remote not aimed at IR receiver.

Replace batteries. Remove obstructions. Aim remote
directly at the projector's IR receiver.
