INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing the Schenley Steam Mop SLFCSM054. This powerful and versatile steam mop is
designed to provide an effortless, chemical-free cleaning experience for various floor types and surfaces.
With its rapid heat-up time, lightweight design, and multiple steam modes, maintaining a clean and hygienic
home has never been easier. Please read this manual thoroughly before initial use to ensure safe and
optimal operation.

SAFETY INFORMATION

WARNING: Always follow basic safety precautions when using electrical appliances to reduce the
risk of fire, electric shock, or injury.

Read all instructions before using the appliance.

Use the appliance only for its intended household use as described in this manual.

Do not use the steam mop on unsealed hardwood floors, as steam can cause damage.

Always unplug the appliance from the electrical outlet when not in use and before servicing.

Do not immerse the appliance in water or any other liquid.

Keep the appliance away from children and pets.

Use only distilled or demineralized water in the water tank to prevent mineral buildup.

Never direct steam at people, animals, or electrical outlets.

Do not use the appliance if the cord or plug is damaged.

Ensure the microfiber pad is properly attached before operating.

SETUP

1. Assemble the Mop: Connect the handle to the rod, and then connect the rod to the main steamer
body. Ensure all connections click securely into place.

2. Attach Microfiber Pad: Place one microfiber pad onto the bottom of the steamer head, ensuring it is
centered and securely attached.



3. Fill Water Tank: Open the water tank cap. Use the provided measuring cup to fill the water tank with
distilled or demineralized water. Do not overfill. Close the cap securely.

4. Plug In: Plug the power cord into a grounded electrical outlet. The power indicator light will illuminate.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Power On and Heat Up: Press and hold the power button for 2 seconds to turn on the steam mop.
The mop will heat up in approximately 15 seconds, indicated by the steam ready light.

2. Select Steam Mode: Short press the power button to cycle through the 3 available steam modes (low,
medium, high) to suit your cleaning needs and floor type.

3. Cleaning Hard Floors: Glide the steam mop slowly and steadily over sealed hardwood, tile, laminate,
or marble floors. The 180° swivel head allows for easy maneuverability around furniture and into tight
spaces.

4. Cleaning Carpets: For refreshing carpets, attach the carpet glider over the microfiber pad. Move the
mop back and forth over the carpeted area. Use a lower steam setting for delicate carpets.

5. Continuous Cleaning: The steam mop provides up to 37 minutes of continuous steam, allowing you
to clean large areas without interruption.

6. Self-Standing Feature: The mop is designed to stand upright on its own, providing convenience when
you need to pause during cleaning.

7. Power Off: Press and hold the power button for 2 seconds to turn off the steam mop. Unplug the
appliance from the outlet.

MAINTENANCE

1. Empty Water Tank: After each use, unplug the mop and allow it to cool. Empty any remaining water
from the tank.

2. Clean Microfiber Pads: The microfiber pads are washable. Remove them from the mop head and
machine wash with similar colors. Do not use bleach or fabric softener. Air dry or tumble dry on low.

3. Store Mop: Wrap the 16 ft power cord around the integrated cord wrapper for neat storage. Store the
mop in an upright position in a dry, safe place.

4. Descaling (Periodically): If you notice reduced steam output, descaling may be necessary. Consult
the full user manual for detailed descaling instructions.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause Solution

No steam or low
steam output

Water tank empty; Mineral buildup;
Mop not heated up.

Refill water tank; Perform descaling; Allow 15
seconds for heat-up.

Mop not turning on
Not plugged in; Power button not
pressed correctly.

Ensure plug is fully inserted; Press and hold
power button for 2 seconds.

Streaks on floor
Microfiber pad dirty; Too much
steam.

Replace or wash microfiber pad; Use a lower
steam setting.

Mop difficult to
push

Microfiber pad worn out or too wet.
Replace microfiber pad; Ensure pad is not
oversaturated.
