1. IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

Please read all instructions carefully before using the appliance. Retain this manual for future reference.

o Ensure the washing machine is placed on a stable, level surface.

¢ Do not operate the machine if the power cord is damaged.

Keep children away from the appliance during operation.

« Do not immerse the electrical components in water.

This appliance has an IPX4 waterproof rating, making it safe for use in humid environments.

2. ProbucTt OVERVIEW

The BODACIOUS XQB201A-GREY6 is a compact, full-automatic top-loading portable washing machine
designed for small living spaces such as apartments, dorms, and RVs. It features 10 wash cycles, an LED
display, and quiet operation.

3. SETUP AND INSTALLATION

3.1 Unpacking

Carefully remove the washing machine from its packaging. Before initial use, it is crucial to remove all
internal packing materials.

+ Remove the bottom foam and plastic holder from underneath the machine. Failure to do so may affect
performance and cause excessive vibration.

3.2 Placement

Place the washing machine on a firm, level surface to minimize noise and vibration during operation. Ensure
there is adequate space around the unit for ventilation and hose connections.

3.3 Water and Drain Connections

1. Connect the water inlet hose to a cold water faucet. Ensure a tight connection to prevent leaks.

2. Position the drain hose into a sink or a suitable drain. The machine includes a drain pump, allowing
the hose to be held upwards. If water gets stuck, temporarily lower the hose to initiate drainage, then
reposition it.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS



4.1 Control Panel Overview

The control panel features an LED display and push buttons for program selection, water level, and
operation control.

4.2 Loading Laundry

Open the top lid and place laundry loosely into the stainless steel inner tub. Do not overload the machine to
ensure optimal washing performance.

4.3 Selecting a Wash Program

The machine offers 10 wash cycles to suit different fabric types and soil levels.
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Image 4.3: Overview of the 10 available wash cycle programs.

1. Press the 'Power' button to turn on the machine.

2. Use the 'Program’ button to cycle through the available wash modes: Standard, Soft, Quick Wash,
Heavy Duty, Soak Wash, Wash Only, Spin Only, Tub Clean, Tub Air Dry, Water Recycle.

3. Select the appropriate water level (High, Middle, Low, Minimum) using the 'Water Level' button.
4. Add detergent and fabric softener as needed.

5. Press 'Start/Pause’ to begin the cycle.

4.4 Delayed Start Function



The 24-hour delayed start function allows you to set the machine to begin a wash cycle at a later time.

o After selecting your desired program and water level, press the 'Delay Start' button to set the delay
time.

o Press 'Start/Pause’ to confirm the delayed start.

4.5 Child Lock

To activate the child lock, press and hold the 'Program’ and 'Water Level' buttons simultaneously for a few
seconds until the child lock indicator appears on the LED display. This prevents accidental changes to
settings during operation.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 Cleaning the Tub

Regularly use the 'Tub Clean' cycle to maintain hygiene and prevent odor buildup. Follow the instructions for
the "Tub Clean' program on the control panel.

5.2 General Cleaning

« Wipe the exterior of the machine with a soft, damp cloth.
« Clean the detergent dispenser regularly to prevent residue buildup.

o Ensure the lint filter (if applicable) is cleaned after every few washes.
