INTRODUCTION

music playback, featuring Bluetooth 5.0 connectivity, a built-in speaker, and a 2.4-inch display. It offers a range of
functions including voice recording, FM radio, video playback, and e-book reading. This manual provides detailed
instructions on how to set up, operate, maintain, and troubleshoot your MP3 player to ensure optimal performance and
longevity.

Controls and Ports:

o Power Button: Located on the side, press and hold to turn on/off.
o Volume Buttons (+/-): Adjust volume during playback.

« Navigation Buttons (Luminous Touch Buttons): Used for menu navigation and media control (Play/Pause,
Next/Previous Track, OK/Enter).

¢ 3.5mm Headphone Jack: For wired headphone connection.
o USB-C Port: For charging and data transfer.
e MicroSD Card Slot: For memory expansion.

o Built-in Speaker: For audio playback without headphones.

SETUP



1. Charging the Device

Before first use, fully charge the MP3 player. Connect the provided USB cable to the device's USB-C port and the other
end to a USB power adapter (not included) or a computer's USB port. The battery indicator on the screen will show
charging status. A full charge provides up to 40 hours of music playback via headphones.

2. Turning On/Off

e To Turn On: Press and hold the Power button until the screen lights up.

o To Turn Off: Press and hold the Power button until the "Power Off" prompt appears, then confirm.

3. Inserting/Removing MicroSD Card

The device has 64GB of built-in storage and supports MicroSD cards up to 128GB for expanded storage.

o To Insert: Gently push the MicroSD card into the card slot until it clicks into place.

o To Remove: Gently push the MicroSD card again until it pops out, then pull it out.

4. Connecting to a Computer (OTG Function)

The MPS3 player supports OTG (On-The-Go) function, allowing direct transfer of files from compatible smartphones or
tablets.

o Connect the MP3 player to your computer using the provided USB cable. The device will appear as a removable
disk.

« Drag and drop music, video, image, or e-book files into the appropriate folders on the player.

e For OTG connection, ensure your smartphone/tablet supports OTG and use a compatible OTG cable (not included).

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Basic Navigation

Use the luminous touch buttons to navigate through menus:

o Up/Down Arrows: Scroll through menu options.

o Left/Right Arrows: Navigate between sub-menus or adjust settings.



o OK Button: Select an option or confirm an action.

o Back Button (Curved Arrow): Return to the previous screen/menu.

2. Music Playback (HIFI Lossless Audio)

The player supports various audio formats including MP3, AAC, FLAC, WAV, WMA, OGG, providing HIFI lossless sound
quality.

1. From the main menu, select "Music".
Browse by Artist, Album, Song, or Folder.
Select a song and press the OK button to play.

Use the Play/Pause, Next, Previous, and Volume buttons to control playback.
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The built-in speaker allows for direct audio output without headphones.



3. Bluetooth Connectivity

Connect your MP3 player to Bluetooth headphones or speakers for wireless audio.

1. From the main menu, select "Bluetooth”.

2. Turn on Bluetooth. The player will search for nearby devices.
3. Select your desired Bluetooth device from the list to pair.
4

. Once paired, audio will be routed through the connected Bluetooth device.

Note: This MP3 player does not support connection to car Bluetooth systems, smartphones, or PCs via Bluetooth.

4. FM Radio

Listen to your favorite FM radio stations.

e Plug in wired headphones; they act as the antenna for FM radio.



¢ From the main menu, select "FM Radio".

» Use the navigation buttons to scan for stations or manually tune.

5. Voice Recorder

Record lectures, meetings, or personal notes.

o From the main menu, select "Recorder".
o Choose "Start Recording" to begin.

o Press OK to pause/resume, and the Back button to stop and save.

6. E-book Function

Read text files on the go.

o Transfer TXT format e-books to the "E-book" folder on the device.
o From the main menu, select "E-book".

o Select the desired file to open and read.

7. Other Functions

o Video Playback: Supports MP4 and AVI formats. Transfer video files to the "Video" folder.

+ Image Viewer: View image files.

o A-B Repeat: Repeat a specific section of an audio track for language learning or transcription.
 Random Play: Shuffle playback of your music library.

« Calendar: Access the built-in calendar.

MAINTENANCE

o Cleaning: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the device. Do not use liquid cleaners or aerosols.

o Storage: Store the device in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and extreme temperatures.

o Battery Care: To prolong battery life, avoid fully discharging the battery frequently. Charge the device regularly,

even if not in use for extended periods.

TROUBLESHOOTING

Problem Possible Cause / Solution

Device does not turn
on.

Cannot transfer files
to the device.

Bluetooth connection
issues.

No sound from

headphones/speaker.

Battery may be depleted. Charge the device for at least 30 minutes. If unresponsive, try
pressing the reset button (if available, usually a small pinhole).

Ensure the USB cable is securely connected. Try a different USB port or cable. Ensure the
device is in data transfer mode (if prompted). For OTG, ensure your device supports it.

Ensure both devices are in pairing mode and within range. Delete previous pairings and try
reconnecting. Ensure the MP3 player's Bluetooth is turned on. Remember, it does not connect
to smartphones/PCs/car Bluetooth.

Check volume level. Ensure headphones are properly plugged in. If using Bluetooth, ensure
it's connected and the volume on both devices is up. Test with different headphones.
