Port and Button Functions:

o Mini HDMI Port: Connects to devices for video input.

o USB Type-C Ports (x2):

o One port for power supply and video/audio signal transmission (full-featured USB-C).



o Another port primarily for power supply or additional data (depending on device compatibility).

o Power Button: Press and hold to turn the monitor on/off. Short press to access/exit the OSD menu.

o Menu Button/Scroll Wheel: Used to navigate and select options within the On-Screen Display (OSD)
menu.

+ Headphone Jack: For connecting external audio devices.

o VESA Holes: 75mm x 75mm mounting holes for VESA-compatible stands or wall mounts (M4x6
SCrews).

« Kickstand: Integrated adjustable kickstand for flexible viewing angles.

5. SETUP

5.1 Powering the Monitor

The monitor can be powered via a USB-C connection. Connect the provided USB-C to USB-C cable or
USB-A to USB-C cable to a power source (e.g., wall adapter, laptop USB port, power bank).

5.2 Connecting to Devices
The Upperizon G-14Q supports both USB-C and Mini HDMI connections for video input.

o USB-C Connection (Full-featured):
If your device (laptop, smartphone, tablet) has a full-featured USB-C port that supports DisplayPort
Alternate Mode (DP Alt Mode) and power delivery, you can connect the monitor using a single USB-
to USB-C cable. This cable will transmit video, audio, and power simultaneously.
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Image: The Upperizon G-14Q portable monitor seamlessly connected to a laptop using a single USB Type-C cable,
demonstrating simplified connectivity for both power and display.

« HDMI Connection:

For devices with an HDMI output (e.g., desktop PC, gaming console, older laptops), use the provided
Mini HDMI to HDMI cable. You will also need to power the monitor separately using a USB-C to USB-
A cable connected to a power adapter or a powered USB port.

5.3 VESA Mounting

The monitor features 75mm x 75mm VESA mounting holes, allowing it to be attached to compatible monitor
arms or wall mounts. Use M4x6 screws for secure installation.

6. OPERATING THE MONITOR

6.1 On-Screen Display (OSD) Menu

Press the Power button briefly to access the OSD menu. Use the Menu button/scroll wheel to navigate
through options and adjust settings such as brightness, contrast, color temperature, input source, and more.

6.2 Display Modes
When connected to a computer, you can configure the display mode:
« Extension Mode: Extends your desktop across both screens, providing more workspace.

o Duplicate Mode: Mirrors your primary display, showing the same content on both screens.

« Vertical Display: Allows you to rotate the monitor for a portrait orientation, useful for coding or
document viewing.

6.3 Aspect Ratio

The G-14Q features a 3:2 aspect ratio, which is ideal for productivity tasks like document editing and web
browsing, offering more vertical screen space. Ensure your device's display settings are configured to
output the correct aspect ratio for optimal viewing.

7. MAINTENANCE

« Cleaning the Screen: Gently wipe the screen with a soft, lint-free cloth. For stubborn marks, slightly
dampen the cloth with water or a screen-cleaning solution. Do not spray liquid directly onto the

screen.

« Cleaning the Casing: Use a soft, dry cloth to clean the monitor's casing.

o Storage: When not in use for extended periods, store the monitor in a cool, dry place, preferably in its
original packaging or a protective sleeve.

o Avoid Impact: Protect the monitor from drops and impacts, especially the screen.

Adjust refresh rate in your device's display settings.

Adjust monitor volume via OSD.

Check your device's audio output settings.

Adjust resolution and aspect ratio settings on your connected
device to match the monitor's native resolution (2520x1680)
and aspect ratio (3:2).
