4. INSTALLATION (SPINDLE REBUILD)

Installation of deck spindle bearings requires mechanical aptitude and appropriate tools. If you are unsure
about any step, consult a qualified technician or refer to your equipment's service manual.

General Installation Steps:

1. Safety First: Before beginning any work, ensure the equipment is turned off, the spark plug wire is
disconnected (for gasoline engines), and the parking brake is engaged.

2. Remove Mower Deck: Carefully detach the mower deck from the tractor or zero-turn mower according
to your equipment's manual.

3. Access Spindle: Remove the cutting blade(s) from the spindle shaft. Then, remove the spindle housing
from the mower deck.

4. Remove Old Bearings: Using appropriate tools (e.g., a bearing press or a punch and hammer),
carefully press or tap out the old, worn bearings from the spindle housing.

5. Clean Housing: Thoroughly clean the interior of the spindle housing, removing any debris, rust, or old
grease.

6. Install New Bearings: Carefully press the new HD Switch 604249 bearings into the clean spindle
housing. Ensure they are seated squarely and fully. Do not use excessive force that could damage the
bearings.

7. Reassemble: Reassemble the spindle shaft, blade(s), and spindle housing back onto the mower deck.
Torque all fasteners to the manufacturer's specifications.



8. Test Functionality: Before operating, manually rotate the blades to ensure smooth movement and
proper clearance. Reconnect the spark plug wire and test the equipment in a safe area.

5. MAINTENANCE

While HD Switch 604249 bearings are designed for durability and come pre-greased, regular inspection of
your deck spindle assemblies is recommended. Check for signs of wear, excessive play in the spindle
shaft, or unusual noise during operation. Ensure the spindle assembly remains free from debris, grass
clippings, and moisture to prolong bearing life. These sealed bearings do not typically require re-greasing.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues after installing your new bearings, consider the following:

Excessive Noise or Vibration: This could indicate improper installation, a damaged bearing, or an
issue with other components in the spindle assembly. Re-check installation steps and inspect for any
damage.

Blade Wobble: If the cutting blade exhibits excessive wobble, it often points to worn spindle bearings or
an improperly tightened blade. Verify bearing condition and blade mounting.

Bearing Seizure: While rare with new, properly installed bearings, seizure can be caused by severe
contamination, extreme overload, or improper installation. Ensure the spindle housing is clean and the
bearings are seated correctly.
