3. SETUP INSTRUCTIONS

3.1. Assembling the Stand

1. Carefully remove the monitor and stand components from the packaging.

2. Attach the stand base to the stand neck using the provided screw.

3. Align the assembled stand with the mounting holes on the back of the monitor.

4. Secure the stand to the monitor using the appropriate screws. Ensure it is firmly attached.

3.2. Connecting Cables

Connect the necessary cables to your monitor and computer/device.

VGA Cable: For standard video connection, connect one end of the VGA cable to the monitor's VGA port
and the other end to your computer's VGA output.

Press the power button located on the monitor to turn it on. The monitor will automatically detect the active
input source.

4.1. On-Screen Display (OSD) Menu

The OSD menu allows you to adjust various monitor settings. Use the buttons on the monitor (usually located
on the back or bottom right) to navigate the menu.

Input Source: Select between HDMI and VGA inputs.

Picture Settings: Adjust brightness, contrast, sharpness, and color temperature.

Display Settings: Configure aspect ratio, resolution, and refresh rate.

Audio Settings: Adjust volume if external speakers are connected via the monitor's audio output.

Bluelight Filter & Flicker-Free Technology: Reduces eye strain during extended use by minimizing
harmful blue light emissions and screen flickering.

6. MAINTENANCE

No Power:

No Signal:
• Ensure the video cable (HDMI or VGA) is properly connected to both the monitor and your computer.
• Select the correct input source via the OSD menu.
• Check if your computer is powered on and outputting a signal.

Flickering Screen:
• Adjust the refresh rate in your computer's display settings.
• Ensure the video cable is not damaged or loose.
• Disable Freesync in your graphics card settings if flickering persists.

Image Quality Issues (Blurry, Distorted):
• Ensure the monitor is set to its native resolution (1920 x 1080).
• Adjust brightness, contrast, and sharpness settings in the OSD menu.
