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1. INTRODUCTION

The Reyke Android Smart Tag is a Google-certified Bluetooth tracker designed to help you locate your
valuable items using the Google Find My Device network. This manual provides detailed instructions on
setting up, operating, and maintaining your Smart Tag.

2. SETUP

Before you begin, ensure your Android device is running Android 9 or above, and that you have the latest
version of the Google Find My Device app installed from the Google Play Store. Also, confirm that
Bluetooth and mobile data are enabled on your phone.

2.1. Fast Pair Setup

For a quick setup, follow these steps:

1. Press the power button on your Wireless Tag once.

2. Keep the tag near your Android phone. A pop-up will appear on your phone.

3. Tap 'Connect' on the pop-up.

4. Follow the on-screen steps and tap 'Agree and Continue' to complete the pairing process.

2.2. Manual Setup

If the Fast Pair pop-up does not appear, you can set up your Smart Tag manually:

1. Go to your phone's Settings.

2. Tap Google.

3. Choose All Services.

4. Tap Devices under 'Connected devices & sharing'.

5. Ensure 'Scan for nearby devices' is turned on.

6. Your Wireless Tag should appear in the list. Tap it, then tap 'Agree and Continue' to complete the setup.

3. OPERATING YOUR SMART TAG

Once paired, your Reyke Android Smart Tag offers several features to help you keep track of your
belongings.



3.1. Locate Item with Sound

If your Smart Tag is within Bluetooth range (up to 180 ft), you can make it emit a loud beep to help you find
it. Open the Google Find My Device app, select your tag, and tap 'Play sound'. The tag will emit a sound
up to 105dB.

3.2. Lost Mode

If your item is out of Bluetooth range, activate 'Lost Mode' in the Google Find My Device app. This utilizes
Google's vast network of Android devices to help locate your lost item. When detected by another Google
device, you will automatically receive a notification with its last known location on a map. No subscription is
required for this feature.

3.3. Share with Others

The 'Share Device' feature allows you to share the tag's location with up to 4 other users (in addition to
yourself). This is ideal for shared items like car keys or family bags. To share, open the Google Find My
Device app, select your tag, and tap 'Share device'.

4. MAINTENANCE

4.1. Battery Replacement

The Reyke Android Smart Tag uses a replaceable CR2032 Lithium Metal battery. When the battery level is
low, you will receive a notification in the Google Find My Device app. Use the small tool provided to open
the tag and replace the battery.

4.2. Water and Dust Resistance

The Smart Tag is built with IP66 waterproof and dust-resistant protection, making it suitable for outdoor use
and travel. While it can withstand splashes and dust, avoid prolonged submersion in water.

4.3. Cleaning

To clean your Smart Tag, wipe it with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use harsh chemicals or abrasive materials.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your Reyke Android Smart Tag, try the following solutions:

Tag Not Connecting: Ensure Bluetooth and mobile data are active on your Android device. Try
restarting your phone and pressing the tag's button again to re-initiate pairing. Refer to the Manual
Setup steps if Fast Pair is not working.

Limited Range: Bluetooth range can be affected by obstacles and interference. Ensure there are no
large metal objects or thick walls between your phone and the tag.

Sound Not Working: Check the battery level of your tag in the Google Find My Device app. A low
battery might affect the sound output. Replace the battery if necessary.

Location Inaccuracy: The Google Find My Device network relies on other Android devices. In areas
with fewer Android devices, location accuracy might be reduced.

App Issues: Ensure your Google Find My Device app is updated to the latest version. Clear the app's



cache or reinstall it if problems persist.
