INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential instructions for the proper use, setup, and maintenance of your OLEVS
G3613-3626 Men's Quartz Watch. Please read this guide thoroughly to ensure optimal performance and
longevity of your timepiece.
The OLEVS G3613-3626 watch features a precise quartz movement, a durable stainless steel band, and a
date display. It is designed for daily wear and offers water resistance up to 30 meters.

SETUP

1. Adjusting the Watch Band

Your OLEVS watch comes with a stainless steel bracelet that may require adjustment for a comfortable fit.
A strap adjustment tool is included for this purpose. Follow these steps to remove links:

1. Identify the removable links. These typically have small arrows on the underside indicating the



direction to push the pin.

2. Place the watch band in the adjustment tool, aligning the tool's pin with the link pin you wish to
remove. Ensure the arrow on the link points downwards.

3. Gently turn the screw on the tool to push the pin out of the link.

4. Once the pin is partially out, use tweezers or small pliers to pull it completely.

5. Remove the desired number of links.

6. To reassemble, align the remaining links and insert the pin in the opposite direction of the arrow,
pushing it firmly back into place.

2. Setting Time and Date

To set the time and date on your OLEVS G3613-3626 watch:

1. Pull out the crown: Gently pull the crown (the knob on the side of the watch) to the first click
position to set the date, or to the second click position to set the time.

2. Set the date: In the first click position, turn the crown clockwise or counter-clockwise until the correct
date is displayed. Avoid setting the date between 9 PM and 3 AM, as this can interfere with the
automatic date change mechanism.

3. Set the time: In the second click position, turn the crown to move the hour and minute hands. Rotate
the hands clockwise until the correct time is displayed. Ensure you differentiate between AM and PM
if setting the date, as the date changes at midnight.

4. Push in the crown: Once the time and date are set, push the crown back into its original position to
start the watch and ensure water resistance.

OPERATING THE WATCH

Your OLEVS G3613-3626 watch is designed for straightforward operation:

Timekeeping: The watch uses a precise quartz movement for accurate time display.

Date Display: The date window automatically advances daily. Adjust manually at the end of months
with fewer than 31 days.

Luminous Display: The hands and hour markers feature a luminous coating for visibility in low-light
conditions. Exposure to light charges the luminous material.

MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Wipe the watch case and band regularly with a soft, dry cloth to remove dust and dirt. For
the stainless steel band, a slightly damp cloth can be used, followed by immediate drying.

Water Resistance: This watch is water resistant up to 30 meters (3 ATM). This means it can
withstand splashes, rain, and brief immersion in water. It is not suitable for swimming, diving, or
showering with hot water, as steam can penetrate the seals. Always ensure the crown is fully
pushed in to maintain water resistance.

Avoid Chemicals: Do not expose the watch to harsh chemicals, solvents, or detergents, as these
can damage the case, band, or seals.

Temperature Extremes: Avoid exposing the watch to extreme temperatures (hot or cold) for
prolonged periods, as this can affect the battery life and movement accuracy.

Magnetic Fields: Keep the watch away from strong magnetic fields, which can interfere with the
quartz movement.

TROUBLESHOOTING



Watch not running: If the watch stops, the battery may need replacement. Quartz watches are
powered by a battery that typically lasts several years.

Date not changing: Ensure the time is set correctly, distinguishing between AM and PM. If the date
still does not change, or changes at noon, adjust the time by 12 hours.

Condensation under glass: If condensation appears under the watch glass, it indicates a breach in
water resistance. Stop using the watch immediately and seek professional service to prevent further
damage.

For battery replacement or complex repairs, it is recommended to consult a professional watch repair
service.
