1. INTRODUCTION

This manual provides detailed instructions for the setup, operation, maintenance, and troubleshooting of your
FEELWORLD T6 6-inch camera field monitor.

2. SETUP

2.1 Powering the Monitor
The FEELWORLD T6 monitor offers flexible power options:

o NP-F Series Battery: Attach a compatible NP-F series battery (e.g., NP-F550, NP-F750, NP-F970) to
the battery plate on the rear of the monitor. The included F550 battery provides approximately 2 hours of
operation.

e DC 12V Input: Connect an external 12V DC power adapter to the 'DC IN 12V’ port.

e USB-C 5V Input: For portable power, connect a 5V/2A power bank or USB power source to the USB-C
port.

2.2 Mounting the Monitor

The T6 monitor features 1/4-inch screw threads on both its vertical and horizontal dimensions for versatile
mounting. Use the included mini hot shoe mount to attach the monitor to your camera's hot shoe or a camera
cage.

2.3 Connecting to a Camera

Connect your camera or video source to the monitor using an HDMI cable. The T6 supports 4K HDMI input
and output up to 4096x2160/60p & 3840x2160/60p.

o Connect one end of the HDMI cable to your camera's HDMI output port.
o Connect the other end to the 'HDMI IN' port on the left side of the T6 monitor.

e The 'HDMI OUT!' port can be used to loop through the video signal to another monitor or device.

3. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1 Basic Controls and Menu Navigation
The T6 monitor features a button-driven interface for navigation and settings adjustment.

o Power Button: Press and hold to power on/off the monitor.

« MENU Button: Accesses the main menu. Also acts as a selection button within menus.



« Up/Down Buttons: Navigate through menu options.
o EXIT Button: Exits the current menu or goes back to the previous level.

o F1, F2, F3 Custom Buttons: These can be programmed for quick access to frequently used functions.

3.2 Professional Monitoring Functions

The T6 monitor includes a suite of professional tools to assist with accurate focus, exposure, and color
analysis.

« Waveform: Displays the luminance and chrominance levels of your video signal.
« Vector Scope: Shows the color information of your image, useful for color grading.
o Histogram: Visualizes the tonal distribution of your image.

e 3D LUT: Load custom 3D Look-Up Tables to preview your desired color grade in real-time. Supports up
to 32 user LUTs.

« HDR Monitoring: When enabled, enhances the clarity of light and dark details for a more realistic visual
effect.

o Peaking Filter: Highlights sharp edges in the image to assist with manual focusing.

« False Colors: Uses color overlays to represent different exposure levels, aiding in proper exposure
setting.

o Exposure (Zebras): Displays zebra patterns over areas that are overexposed.

o Check Field: Displays only red, green, blue, or mono channels for color calibration.
o Zoom: Magnifies a portion of the image for critical focus.

o Anamorphic Mode: De-squeezes anamorphic footage for proper viewing.

o Embedded Audio: Displays audio level meters.

3.3 Language Settings

The monitor supports 12 languages. To change the language, navigate to the System menu and select
'Language’.

4. MAINTENANCE

Proper maintenance ensures the longevity and optimal performance of your FEELWORLD T6 monitor.

« Cleaning the Screen: Use a soft, lint-free cloth specifically designed for electronics screens. Do not use
harsh chemicals or abrasive materials. Gently wipe the screen to remove dust and smudges.

¢ Cleaning the Body: Wipe the aluminum housing with a soft, dry cloth. Avoid getting liquids into the ports

or buttons.

o Storage: When not in use, store the monitor in its protective carry case in a cool, dry place away from
direct sunlight and extreme temperatures.

« Battery Care: If storing for extended periods, remove the battery. Recharge the battery periodically to

maintain its health.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your FEELWORLD T6 monitor, refer to the following common problems and

solutions.

6. SPECIFICATIONS

Solution

Ensure battery is charged or replace with a charged one.
Verify power cable is securely connected. Try a different
power source.

Check HDMI cable connections. Ensure your camera is
powered on and configured to output video via HDMI.
Verify the monitor's input source is set correctly.

Reset monitor settings to default. Try a different HDMI
cable. Check if any LUTs are active and disable them if
necessary.

Power off and restart the monitor. If the issue persists,
contact customer support.
