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INTRODUCTION

This manual provides essential information for setting up, operating, maintaining, and troubleshooting your Skytech Gaming
Shadow Gaming PC. This high-performance desktop features an AMD Ryzen 7 5700 processor, NVIDIA GeForce RTX
5060 graphics, 32GB DDR4 RAM, and a 1TB NVMe M.2 SSD, running on Windows 11 Home 64-bit. Please read these
instructions carefully to ensure optimal performance and longevity of your system.

SETUP GUIDE

Follow these steps to set up your new Skytech Gaming PC.

1. Unpacking and Placement

1. Carefully remove the PC from its packaging.

2. Place the PC on a stable, flat surface with adequate ventilation. Ensure no vents are obstructed.

2. Connecting Peripherals

1. Monitor: Connect your monitor to the graphics card's HDMI or DisplayPort output. Ensure the cable is securely
fastened.

2. Keyboard and Mouse: Connect the included keyboard and mouse to any available USB ports on the rear I/O panel.

3. Audio: If using external speakers or a headset, connect them to the appropriate audio jacks on the rear I/O panel.

4. Network: For wired internet, connect an Ethernet cable to the LAN port. For wireless internet, ensure the Wi-Fi



antenna (if included separately) is attached.

3. Power Connection

1. Connect the power cord to the power supply unit (PSU) at the rear of the PC.

2. Plug the other end of the power cord into a grounded electrical outlet.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS



1. Powering On/Off

1. Power On: Press the power button located on the top front of the PC case. The system will boot up, and the
operating system will load.

2. Power Off: To shut down, click the Windows Start button, then select 'Power' and 'Shut down'. Avoid direct power-off
unless necessary to prevent data loss.

3. Restart: To restart, click the Windows Start button, then select 'Power' and 'Restart'.

2. Initial Windows 11 Setup
Upon first boot, you will be guided through the Windows 11 setup process. Follow the on-screen prompts to configure
language, region, network, and user accounts.

3. Connecting to Wi-Fi

1. Click the Wi-Fi icon in the system tray (bottom right of the screen).

2. Select your desired network from the list.

3. Enter the network password if prompted and click 'Connect'.

MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance ensures your PC operates efficiently and extends its lifespan.

1. Cleaning

1. Exterior: Use a soft, damp cloth to clean the exterior surfaces. Avoid harsh chemicals.

2. Dust Filters: Periodically clean the dust filters (if present) on the case to maintain optimal airflow.

3. Internal Components: With the PC powered off and unplugged, use compressed air to gently clear dust from fans,
heatsinks, and other internal components. Perform this annually or as needed.

2. Software Updates

1. Windows Updates: Regularly check for and install Windows updates via 'Settings > Windows Update'.

2. Driver Updates: Keep your graphics card drivers (NVIDIA) and chipset drivers (AMD) updated for best performance
and stability. Visit the respective manufacturer websites for the latest drivers.

3. Airflow and Cooling
Proper airflow is crucial for cooling. Ensure the PC is placed in an open area, away from walls or other obstructions that
could block air intake or exhaust vents.

TROUBLESHOOTING

This section addresses common issues you might encounter.

No Power

Ensure the power cord is securely connected to both the PC and the wall outlet.

Verify the wall outlet is functional by plugging in another device.

Check the power switch on the PSU (located at the back of the PC) is in the 'On' position.

No Display on Monitor

Confirm the monitor is powered on and its input source is correctly selected (HDMI/DisplayPort).

Ensure the video cable is firmly connected to both the graphics card (not the motherboard I/O) and the monitor.

Try a different video cable or monitor if available.

System Slow or Unresponsive

Check Task Manager (Ctrl+Shift+Esc) for high CPU, RAM, or disk usage by specific applications.

Ensure Windows and all drivers are up to date.

Run a virus scan to check for malware.

Verify the PC has adequate ventilation and is not overheating.

Network Connectivity Issues

For Wi-Fi, ensure the antenna is properly connected and you are within range of your router.

Restart your router and modem.

Check network adapter drivers in Device Manager.
