1. INTRODUCTION

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1. Cleaning

o Regularly clean the mesh panels to ensure optimal airflow. Use a soft brush or compressed air to
remove dust.

o For deeper cleaning, panels can be removed and gently washed with water and mild soap, then
thoroughly dried before reinstallation.

5.2. Component Checks

o Periodically check all internal components for secure connections and dust buildup.

o Ensure cooling fans are free from obstructions and operating correctly.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING



6.1. Overheating Issues

o Verify all fans are spinning and correctly oriented for airflow.

o Check for excessive dust buildup on mesh panels and component heatsinks.

o Ensure proper thermal paste application on the CPU cooler.

6.2. Power On Failure

o Confirm all power cables are securely connected to the motherboard, GPU, and power supply.

o Check the power button connection to the motherboard.

o Test the power supply with another system if possible.
