This system heats air to approximately 99 degrees Fahrenheit, effectively
removing moisture and odor without damaging delicate materials. Its compact design and dual AC/DC power
adapter make it ideal for use at home or on the go.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

Do not immerse in water: This product is an electrical device and should never be submerged in water
or other liquids.

Intended Use: This dryer is specifically designed for boots and shoes. It is not for use with gloves or
socks.

Material Compatibility: The DryGuy Travel Dry DX will not damage fragile materials, ensuring the
longevity of your footwear.

Ventilation: Ensure adequate airflow around the footwear during operation. Do not cover the dryer or
footwear with blankets or other materials.

4. SETUP

1. Prepare Footwear: Remove any insoles or footbeds from your boots or shoes if possible, to allow for
better air circulation and faster drying.

2. Insert Dryers: Lay the DryGuy Travel Dry DX units flat on the inside sole of each piece of footwear.
Ensure the units are fully inserted into the toe box for optimal heat distribution.

3. Connect Power:

For Home Use: Plug the AC adapter into a standard wall outlet. Connect the dryer's cord to the AC
adapter.

For Car Use: Plug the DC adapter (cigarette lighter adapter) into your vehicle's 12-volt power outlet.
Connect the dryer's cord to the DC adapter.

4. Verify Operation: Once plugged in, the units will begin to warm up and the internal fans will activate,
circulating warm air.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

The DryGuy Travel Dry DX utilizes a hybrid forced air and convection system to dry your footwear efficiently.

Drying Process: The integrated fan draws fresh air over thermal heating elements, venting warm air
throughout the toe box and removing moisture. This process typically takes 2-5 hours, depending on the
footwear material and saturation level.

Continuous Operation: The unit is designed for continuous, gentle drying. It can be left plugged in
overnight to ensure footwear is completely dry and fresh by morning.

Temperature: The dryer operates at a safe temperature of approximately 99 degrees Fahrenheit, which is
effective for drying without causing damage to materials.

6. MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Unplug the unit before cleaning. Wipe the exterior of the dryer units with a soft, damp cloth. Do
not use harsh chemicals or abrasive cleaners.

Storage: When not in use, store the DryGuy Travel Dry DX in a cool, dry place. Its compact design allows
for easy storage within footwear or luggage.

Cord Care: Avoid wrapping the power cord too tightly around the unit. Do not bend or crimp the cord
excessively, as this can cause damage.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING



Unit Not Turning On:

Ensure the power adapter is securely plugged into both the wall/car outlet and the dryer unit.

Check the power outlet to ensure it is functional. Try plugging in another device.

Footwear Not Drying:

Verify that the dryer units are fully inserted into the toe box of the footwear.

Allow sufficient drying time (2-5 hours, or overnight for heavily saturated items).

Ensure insoles or footbeds have been removed to improve airflow.

Confirm that the footwear is not excessively wet (e.g., filled with standing water). The dryer is
designed for dampness, not complete saturation.

Unusual Odor:

A slight odor may be present during initial use. This should dissipate.

Ensure the footwear itself is clean before drying to prevent odors from being amplified.
