5. SETUP

5.1 Placement

viewing, place the projector perpendicular to the screen or wall. The compact design allows for placement on
bookshelves, side tables, or in tighter spaces.

9. TROUBLESHOOTING

Refer to the table below for common issues and their solutions:

Issue Possible Cause Solution

Incorrect input source,
loose cable connection,
device not powered on.

Verify input source, check HDMI/USB cable connections,
ensure connected device is powered on.

Blurry image
Out of focus, incorrect
keystone correction.

Allow auto-focus to complete. Manually adjust focus if
needed. Ensure auto-keystone correction is enabled or
adjust manually.

No sound
Volume too low, incorrect
audio output, external
device audio settings.

Increase projector volume. Check audio output settings
(internal speakers, Bluetooth, 3.5mm jack). Verify audio
settings on the connected source device.

Wi-
Fi/Bluetooth
connectivity
issues

Incorrect password, out of
range, interference.

Re-enter Wi-Fi password. Ensure devices are within range.
Reduce interference from other wireless devices. Restart
projector and router/Bluetooth device.

Apps not
loading/lagging

Slow internet connection,
app cache issues.

Check internet speed. Clear app cache or reinstall the app.
Ensure projector firmware is up to date.
