1. ProbucTt OVERVIEW

The Generic Reel Lawn Mower Sharpening Kit (Model LL001) provides a cost-effective solution for maintaining
the sharpness of your manual reel mower blades. This kit includes two types of backlapping compound, 80 grit for
coarse grinding and 120 grit for fine polishing, along with essential accessories for application. It is designed for
use with various manual reel mowers, including models from Great States, American Lawn Mower, and Earthwise.
Additionally, the compounds can be utilized for sharpening other tools such as scissors, knives, and gardening

tools.

3. SAFETY INFORMATION

Adhere to the following safety guidelines during use:

o Always wear protective gloves and safety glasses to prevent contact with the compound and potential eye
injury.

« The sharpening compound and recommended diluents (Kerosene, Light Mineral Qil) are flammable. Ensure
your work area is well-ventilated and free from ignition sources, open flames, or sparks.

+ Never use water for dilution or cleaning, as it can compromise product integrity and damage equipment.

o Keep out of reach of children and pets.

4. SETUP AND PREPARATION

Before sharpening, ensure your reel mower is clean and stable. The compound is premixed and ready to use, but



may require dilution if it has solidified or if a thinner consistency is desired.

4.1 Diluent Selection (If needed)

If the compound is too thick or solid, it may require dilution. Use the following:
« Routine Dilution (Primary Choices):

o Kerosene: Cost-effective and commonly used.

o Light Mineral Oil: (e.g., White Oil, Sewing Machine Oil) Clean, odorless, suitable for high-precision
environments.

4.2 Diluting the Compound

1. Take a small amount of the sharpening compound.
2. Add the selected diluent drop by drop.

3. Mix thoroughly until the desired viscosity is achieved.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Follow these steps to sharpen your reel mower blades:

1. Step 1: Prepare the Compound. Open the container of the desired grit compound (80 grit for initial
sharpening, 120 grit for fine polishing). If necessary, dilute the compound as described in Section 4.2.

2. Step 2: Apply Compound. Dip the application brush into the compound. Apply a thin, even layer of the
compound to the cutting edges of the reel mower blades. Ensure all blades are coated.

3. Step 3: Engage Sharpening. Position the reel mower so that the blades can be rotated backward. Many
manual reel mowers have a mechanism or can be manually cranked in reverse.

4. Step 4: Rotate Blades. Using the hand crank or by manually rotating the wheels backward, spin the reel
blades in reverse. This action will cause the compound to abrade the cutting edges, sharpening them.
Continue this process for several minutes, or until the desired sharpness is achieved.

5. Step 5: Repeat for Finer Grit (Optional). For a finer edge, repeat steps 2-4 using the 120 grit compound
after completing the 80 grit process.

6. MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

Proper cleaning of your equipment after sharpening is essential for longevity and performance.

6.1 Cleaning Workpieces & Equipment

1. Wipe off the majority of the compound residue from the blades and mower parts using a cloth dampened
with Kerosene.

2. Perform a final, thorough cleaning using a fresh cloth dampened with Alcohol (Isopropyl Alcohol or
Anhydrous Ethanol) to remove any remaining oil film and achieve a clean surface.

6.2 Storage

Store the sharpening compounds in their original sealed containers in a cool, dry place, away from direct sunlight
and heat sources. Ensure lids are tightly closed to prevent drying or contamination.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues during the sharpening process, consider the following:



« Compound too solid: Refer to Section 4.2 for dilution instructions using Kerosene or Light Mineral Oil.

« Blades not sharpening: Ensure the compound is evenly applied and the blades are rotating backward
consistently. Check for any obstructions or excessive wear on the blades that may prevent effective
sharpening.

o Uneven sharpening: Verify that the compound is applied uniformly across all blade surfaces.
