4. PRODUCT OVERVIEW

4.1. Display

The integrated LCD display provides real-time information on battery percentage, input/output wattage, and estimated
remaining usage time.

4.2. Ports and Features

AC Outlets (x4): For powering standard household appliances.

USB-A Ports (x4): For charging smartphones, tablets, and other USB-powered devices.

USB-C Ports (x4): High-speed charging for compatible devices.

DC Outputs: Various DC ports for specific devices.

5. SETUP

5.1. Initial Charging

Before first use, fully charge the P3200 using the provided AC charging cable. Connect the AC cable to the input port on the
power station and then to a wall outlet. The display will show the charging status.



5.2. Connecting Solar Panels

To charge using solar power, unfold the solar panel and position it in direct sunlight. Connect the solar charging cable to the
solar input port on the P3200. The display will indicate solar input wattage.

6. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS



6.1. Powering On/Off

Press and hold the main power button for a few seconds to turn the unit on or off. Individual AC and DC outputs have their
own power buttons.

6.2. Charging Devices

Connect your devices to the appropriate AC, USB-A, USB-C, or DC ports. Ensure the respective output is turned on. The
P3200 can simultaneously charge up to 16 devices.

6.3. App Remote Control

Download the dedicated IEE app to remotely monitor and control your P3200 via Bluetooth or Wi-Fi. The app allows you to
check charging/discharging status, adjust input speed, and schedule charging times for optimal power saving.

6.4. EPS Function (Emergency Power Supply)



When connected to a wall outlet and powering devices, the P3200 can act as an Emergency Power Supply. In case of a
power outage, it automatically switches to battery power within 0.01 seconds, ensuring uninterrupted operation for
connected devices.

7. MAINTENANCE



Store the power station in a cool, dry place away from direct sunlight and corrosive materials.

For long-term storage, charge the battery to approximately 50-80% every 3-6 months to maintain battery health.

Clean the exterior with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use harsh chemicals or abrasives.

The LiFePO4 battery is designed for a long lifespan of over 15 years with 4000+ charge cycles to 80% capacity.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

Device not turning on: Ensure the battery is charged. Try connecting to AC power.

No output from ports: Check if the individual output buttons (AC/DC/USB) are turned on. Ensure the device
connected is within the power station's output limits.

Slow charging: Verify all charging cables are securely connected. For solar charging, ensure panels are in direct
sunlight and not obstructed. Adjust input speed settings via the app if applicable.

Overload warning: Disconnect some devices to reduce the load. The P3200 has a maximum instantaneous output of
6400W.
