1. INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing the Furmax 7-Drawer Wood Dresser. This manual provides essential information for
the safe assembly, operation, and maintenance of your new furniture. Please read these instructions carefully
before beginning assembly and retain them for future reference.

This versatile dresser is designed to provide ample storage and can also serve as a TV stand for televisions up
to 65 inches. Its robust construction and smooth-gliding drawers ensure durability and ease of use.

2. SAFETY INFORMATION

Anti-Tipping Device: It is crucial to install the included anti-tipping device to prevent serious injury from
furniture tip-over. Always secure the dresser to a wall using the provided hardware.

Weight Limits: Do not exceed the maximum weight capacity for the dresser top (250 lbs) and individual
drawers (22 lbs). Overloading can compromise stability and cause damage.

Assembly: Assemble the dresser on a soft, clean surface to prevent scratches. Ensure all screws and
fasteners are tightened securely before use. Periodically check and re-tighten all connections.

Children: Keep children away from the assembly area. Do not allow children to climb on or play with the
dresser, especially when drawers are open.

Placement: Place the dresser on a level surface to ensure stability. Avoid placing it near heat sources or
in direct sunlight to prevent material degradation.

4. ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS



Follow these steps carefully to assemble your Furmax 7-Drawer Wood Dresser. It is recommended to have
two people for assembly.

1. Prepare the Area: Clear a spacious, clean, and soft area for assembly to prevent damage to the dresser
components.

2. Identify Parts: Lay out all parts and hardware. Compare them with the package contents list and
diagrams in the separate assembly guide (if provided).

3. Assemble the Main Frame: Connect the side panels to the top and bottom panels using the provided
hardware. Ensure all connections are snug.

4. Install Drawer Slides: Attach the drawer slides to the interior of the dresser frame according to the
markings. Ensure they are level and aligned.

5. Assemble Drawers: Construct each of the 7 drawers by attaching the front, side, and back panels to the
drawer bottom. Install the corresponding drawer slides onto each drawer.

6. Insert Drawers: Carefully slide the assembled drawers into the dresser frame. Test each drawer for
smooth operation.

7. Attach Handles: Secure the metal handles/knobs to the front of each drawer.

8. Install Anti-Tipping Device: Position the dresser in its desired location. Secure the anti-tipping device to
the back of the dresser and then to a wall stud using the provided hardware. Refer to Figure 2.1 for
guidance.

5. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Your Furmax dresser is designed for practical and efficient storage.

Drawer Usage: The dresser features large and small drawers. The large drawers are suitable for items
like blankets and pillows, while the smaller drawers can hold remote controls, stationery, and other small
items. The smooth-gliding slides ensure effortless opening and closing.

TV Stand Functionality: The sturdy top surface can accommodate a TV up to 65 inches. Ensure the
TV's base fits within the dresser's dimensions and does not exceed the top weight capacity of 250 lbs.

Organization: Utilize the varied drawer sizes to organize your belongings efficiently, keeping your living
space tidy.

Hardware: Periodically check all screws and fasteners to ensure they remain tight. Re-tighten as
necessary to maintain structural integrity.

Drawer Slides: If drawers become stiff, a small amount of silicone lubricant can be applied to the slides.

Avoid Overloading: Do not overload drawers or the top surface beyond their specified weight limits.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

If you encounter issues with your dresser, refer to the following common problems and solutions:

Problem Possible Cause Solution

Drawers stick
or do not slide
smoothly.

Misaligned drawer
slides, loose
hardware, or
obstruction.

Check that drawer slides are correctly installed and aligned.
Ensure all screws on the slides and drawer boxes are tight.
Remove any obstructions. Apply silicone lubricant if needed.

Dresser feels
wobbly or
unstable.

Loose assembly
hardware or anti-
tipping device not
installed.

Ensure all assembly screws are fully tightened. Verify that the
dresser is on a level surface. Install the anti-tipping device
securely to a wall stud.

Parts are
missing or
damaged
upon arrival.

Shipping damage or
packaging error.

Do not proceed with assembly. Contact Furmax customer support
immediately for replacement parts.
