5.3 Proper Rowing Technique

1. The Catch: Sit tall with arms extended, knees bent, and shins vertical.

2. The Drive: Push off with your legs, then lean back slightly from the hips, and finally pull the handle towards
your abdomen.

3. The Finish: Legs extended, body leaned back, handle at your abdomen.

4. The Recovery: Extend arms, then lean forward from the hips, and finally bend knees to return to the catch
position.

Replace batteries or ensure they are inserted
with correct polarity.

Bluetooth connection
issues with app.

Bluetooth is off on device; app not
updated; machine not discoverable.

Ensure Bluetooth is on. Restart app and
machine. Update app to latest version.



Squeaking or grinding
noise during use.

Loose bolts; dirty rail; worn parts.
Check and tighten all bolts. Clean the rail. If
noise persists, contact support.

Seat does not slide
smoothly.

Dirt or debris on the rail; worn wheels.
Clean the rail thoroughly. Inspect seat wheels
for damage.
