« Do not overload the desk. The maximum weight capacity is 80 kg (176 Ibs).

o Ensure there are no obstructions in the desk's path during height adjustment to avoid damage or injury. The
desk features anti-collision technology to help prevent this.

« Do not disassemble or modify the desk's electrical components. Contact customer support for repairs.

SeTuP (ASSEMBLY)

Assembly of the Devoko Electric Height Adjustable Desk is designed to be straightforward, typically taking less than
30 minutes with the provided clear instructions and pre-drilled holes.

1. Unpack Components: Carefully remove all parts from the packaging and lay them out on a clean, soft
surface to prevent scratches.

2. Attach Feet to Leg Columns: Secure the feet to the bottom of each leg column using the provided screws.

3. Assemble Frame: Connect the leg columns to the crossbar/frame components. Ensure all connections are
tight.

4. Attach Desktop: Carefully place the desktop upside down on a soft surface. Position the assembled frame
onto the desktop, aligning the pre-drilled holes. Secure the frame to the desktop using the provided screws.

5. Install Control Panel: Mount the control panel to the underside of the desktop in the desired location using
the small screws.

6. Connect Cables: Connect the motor cables from the leg columns to the control box, and then connect the
control panel cable to the control box. Finally, connect the power adapter to the control box.

7. Cable Management: Use the included cable management accessories (e.g., hooks) to organize and secure
cables neatly.

8. Initial Power-Up: Carefully flip the desk upright. Plug the power adapter into a wall outlet.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Your Devoko Electric Height Adjustable Desk offers easy and quiet height adjustments with memory presets.

Control Panel Functions:

o Up/Down Arrows (A / ¥):Press and hold these buttons to manually adjust the desk height. Release to stop
at your desired position.

 Memory Presets (1, 2, 3): Your desk has three programmable memory settings.

a. Adjust the desk to your desired height using the up/down arrows.
b. Press the 'M' button. The display will show 'S-'.

¢. Within 3 seconds, press the desired memory button (1, 2, or 3). The display will show 'S-1', 'S-2', or 'S-3' to
confirm the setting is saved.

d. To recall a saved height, simply press the corresponding memory button (1, 2, or 3). The desk will
automatically move to that height.

o Anti-Collision Feature: The desk is equipped with an anti-collision system. If the desk encounters an obstruction
during adjustment, it will stop and reverse slightly to prevent damage.

Height Range and Noise Level:

The desk offers a height adjustment range from 71 cm to 119 cm. The lifting mechanism operates quietly, typically



below 50 decibels, ensuring a peaceful work environment.

o Fasteners: Occasionally check and tighten any loose screws or bolts to ensure stability.

Motor Care: The electric motor is maintenance-free. Do not attempt to lubricate or open it.

TROUBLESHOOTING




Problem

SPECIFICATIONS

Possible Cause

Solution

Check power connection. Reduce weight on desk. Unplug for 10
seconds, then plug back in to reset.

Distribute weight evenly. Check and tighten all assembly screws.

Refer to the full manual for specific error codes or contact
customer support. Often, a power cycle (unplug, wait 10s, plug
in) can resolve temporary errors.
