1. INTRODUCTION

3. SETUP AND INITIAL CHARGING

3.1 Initial Charging

Before first use, fully charge the Coleman Compact Panel Light. Use the provided USB Type-C cable to
connect the light to a compatible USB power source (e.g., wall adapter, computer USB port, power bank).

1. Locate the USB Type-C charging port on the light unit.



2. Insert the USB Type-C cable into the light's port.

3. Connect the other end of the cable to a USB power source.

4. The charging indicator light will illuminate during charging and typically change color or turn off when fully
charged. Refer to the indicator status for your specific model.

A full charge ensures optimal performance and battery life.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Powering On/Off and Light Modes

The light can be operated using the integrated buttons on the unit or the wireless remote control.

Power Button: Press and hold the power button on the unit or the remote to turn the light ON or OFF.

Brightness Adjustment: Short press the '+' or '-' buttons on the unit or remote to cycle through different
brightness levels.

Light Modes: The light may feature multiple modes (e.g., full panel illumination, spotlight, ambient). Press
the mode button (often indicated by a light bulb icon) on the unit or remote to switch between available
modes.

4.2 Deploying Light Panels

The Compact Panel Light features multiple adjustable panels for broader illumination.

1. Gently pull each panel outwards from the main unit.

2. Adjust the angle of each panel to direct light as needed.

3. To retract, gently push each panel back into its original position until it clicks securely.

5. USING THE WIRELESS REMOTE CONTROL

The included wireless remote control allows for convenient operation from a distance.

Power Button: Press to turn the light ON or OFF.

Brightness Buttons (+/-): Adjust the light intensity.

Mode Button: Cycle through different lighting modes (if applicable).

Ensure the remote control has working batteries (if applicable, check battery compartment for type) and is
within operational range of the light unit.

6. MAINTENANCE

6.1 Cleaning

To clean the light, wipe it with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents, as these may
damage the finish or electronic components. Ensure the charging port cover is securely closed before
cleaning.

6.2 Storage

When storing the light for extended periods, ensure it is fully charged. Store in a cool, dry place away from
direct sunlight and extreme temperatures. Recharge the unit every 3-6 months to maintain battery health.

7. TROUBLESHOOTING

Light does not turn on:

Ensure the unit is fully charged.

Verify the power button is pressed correctly.

Remote control not working:

Check if the remote's batteries need replacement (if applicable).

Ensure there are no obstructions between the remote and the light unit.

Confirm the remote is within operational range.

Light is dim or flickers:

The battery level may be low; recharge the unit.

Ensure the light panels are fully extended and clean.
