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1. INTRODUCTION

Thank you for purchasing the Gueray MP3 Player. This device is a versatile digital audio player equipped with Bluetooth 5.0,
a built-in speaker, and support for a 64GB TF card. It offers various functions including music playback, FM radio, voice
recording, e-book reading, and an alarm clock. This manual provides detailed instructions for setup, operation,
maintenance, and troubleshooting to ensure optimal use of your device.

3. SETUP

3.1 Inserting the TF Card



The MP3 player does not have internal memory. A TF (MicroSD) card is required for storing music and other files. The
device comes with a 64GB TF card. Locate the TF card slot on the side of the player and gently insert the card until it clicks
into place. Ensure the card is inserted correctly to avoid damage.

3.2 Charging the Device

Before first use, fully charge the MP3 player. Connect the included charging cable to the device's charging port and plug the
other end into a USB power adapter (not included) or a computer's USB port. The battery indicator on the screen will show
charging status. A full charge provides up to 8 hours of continuous music playback, though actual battery life may vary
based on usage.

4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

4.1 Basic Navigation

Power On/Off: Press and hold the power button (usually on the side or top) for a few seconds.

Menu Navigation: Use the up/down/left/right buttons to navigate through menus. Press the central button to select an
option.

Back: Press the 'M' (Menu) button to go back to the previous screen or exit a function.

Volume Control: Use the 'VOL' button and navigation keys to adjust the volume.

4.2 Music Playback

1. From the main menu, select 'Music'.

2. Browse your music files by artist, album, or all songs.

3. Select a song and press the central button to play.

4. Use the left/right buttons for previous/next track, and the central button for play/pause.

4.3 Bluetooth Connectivity

The MP3 player features Bluetooth 5.0 for stable and fast wireless connections to Bluetooth headphones or speakers.

1. Ensure your Bluetooth headphones or speaker are in pairing mode.

2. On the MP3 player, go to the 'Bluetooth' menu.

3. Select 'Search Device' to find available Bluetooth devices.

4. Choose your device from the list to pair. Once paired, audio will be routed wirelessly.

Note: This device is designed to transmit audio to Bluetooth headphones/speakers. It is not compatible with receiving
Bluetooth signals from smartphones or car Bluetooth systems.

4.4 FM Radio

To use the FM radio function, you must connect wired headphones to the player. The wired headphones act as the antenna.

1. Plug in your wired headphones.



2. From the main menu, select 'FM Radio'.

3. Use the navigation buttons to scan for stations or manually tune to a frequency.

4.5 Voice Recording

The device includes a built-in microphone for voice recording.

1. From the main menu, select 'Record'.

2. Press the central button to start recording.

3. Press the central button again to pause/resume, and the 'M' button to stop and save the recording.

4.6 OTG Function

The OTG (On-The-Go) function allows you to transfer files directly between the MP3 player and an OTG-compatible
smartphone or tablet without needing a computer.

1. Connect the MP3 player to your OTG-compatible smartphone or tablet using an appropriate OTG cable (not
included).

2. Once connected, you can manage files (transfer, save, delete, play) on the MP3 player from your smartphone/tablet.

Note: This function only works with OTG-compatible devices.

4.7 Other Functions

The MP3 player also supports:

E-book: Read text files (TXT format).



Alarm: Set alarms.

Calendar: View the calendar.

HIFI Lossless Sound Quality: Enjoy clear audio with digital noise reduction.

5. MAINTENANCE

Keep the device dry. Avoid exposure to moisture or liquids.

Clean the device with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or solvents.

Avoid extreme temperatures. Store the device in a cool, dry place.

Do not drop or subject the device to strong impacts.

Regularly back up important files from the TF card to prevent data loss.

6. TROUBLESHOOTING

6.1 Device Does Not Power On

Ensure the battery is charged. Connect the device to a power source and try again.

If the device is completely drained, it may take a few minutes of charging before it can power on.

6.2 No Sound

Check the volume level.

If using wired headphones, ensure they are properly plugged in.

If using Bluetooth, ensure the device is correctly paired and connected to your headphones/speaker.

Verify that the audio files are not corrupted and are in a supported format (MP3, WMA, APE, FLAC, WAV, OGG).

6.3 Cannot Transfer Files

Ensure the USB cable is securely connected to both the player and the computer/OTG device.

If using OTG, confirm that your smartphone/tablet is OTG-compatible.

Check if the TF card is properly inserted and not full.

6.4 FM Radio Not Working

Ensure wired headphones are plugged in, as they serve as the antenna.

Try scanning for stations again in a different location.
