Removing the Mounting Plate and Fascia

To access the terminal blocks of the G-ULTRA, the back plate and fascia need to be removed. Follow the
instructions below to do this.

Removing the Mounting Plate

Gently pull the two clips at the back, backward to release the main G-ULTRA unit, and lift the unit out of the
mounting plate.

Removing the Fascia

The fascia can be removed by inserting the tips of one’s fingers into the slots (as shown in Figures 3 and 4), and
pulling outward and upward. The fascia should pop off without effort.
