Fixture Mount Radio Module Installation

module. The fixture mount can accommodate up to 0.25” thickness materials.

Fixture Carrier Nut

o Step 2: Determine the location for the module in the fixture and cut a "z inch (7/8”

diameter) knockout in the fixture.



e Step 4: From behind the fixture, align the tabs of the nut with the keys on the fixture
carrier.

e Step 5: Slide the tabs of the nut along the keys of the carrier to fasten the carrier.
