In Vacuum&Mop, it simultaneously vacuums and
mops, automatically wetting and scrubbing the rolling mop and collecting dirty water. When carpets are detected, it
automatically lifts the mop to prevent wetting them. You can switch cleaning modes by tapping the on the Touch
panel or by tapping “Mode” in the app.
