« You can lock in one color temperature or change among multiple color temperatures, it will memorize the last
color temperature and reset automatically.

« When the slide switch is set to SW (Soft White), the color temperature is set at 2700K.

« When the slide switch is set to BW (Bright White), the color temperature is set at 3000K.

« When the slide switch is set to NW (Neutral White), the color temperature is set at 3500K.

« When the slide switch is set to CW (Cool White), the color temperature is set at 4000K.

« When the slide switch is set to DL (Daylight), the color temperature is set at 5000K.

Metal Conduit Cable.

Connect the
120V line (black) wire to the black wire. Connect the neutral (white) wire to the white wire. Connect the ground
(green) wire to the green wire. This power supply box needs to be grounded Wires inserted into the wago
connectors must meet the *Wire Guage and Ship Length Requirements.

@ solid wire or tin bonded stranded wire.
If using stranded wire, we recommend
using wire nuts (not included).

5 After inserting the supply wire into the wago connectors, double-check the connection by following these simple
tests:

* Hold the wago connector with one hand and with the other hand pull at the connected wires to ensure proper
wire connection.

* Ensure a sufficient amount of wire is visible through the dear shell for visual verification.

6 Reconnect the tethered connector before restoring the power at the breaker panel. To ensure proper
connection, the arrows on the cable adapters must be facing each other. Screw on the fastener to secure the
connection.

7 Hold the spring dips against the fixture and gently guide them into the ceiling until the dips snap into place. The
fixture should be flush with the ceiling.
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8 Restore the power at the breaker panel.
NOTE: Ceiling thickness must be 112" to 3/4".
