ASSEMBLY

Step #1:
Assemble the Suspension Section (#3), the Right Angle Steel Section (#2), and the Left Angle Steel Section (#1)
using 4 Hex Bolts (#10) and 2 Hex Lock Nuts (#9).

Step #2:
Assemble the 26 Single Tines (#6) and the 2 Tine Sections (#7) to the Right Angle Steel Section (#2) and the Left
Angle Steel Section (#1) using 24 Hex Bolts (#8), 2 pressure plates (#5), thick pressure plate(#4), and 24 Hex
Lock Nuts M10 (#9).

Attach the Pine Straw Rake to your tractor.
