Quick Installation

1. Connect the display device via HDMI cable. Set the Video input source of the device (such as: TV, Monitor and
projector) to the connected HDMI input channel.

2. Connect the DC-IN interface of the power cord to this device, and directly plug the other end into the socket

3. Connect the keyboard and mouse (Self-provided) via USB interface or Bluetooth.
