Sensor Installation:

1. Deflating the tire: Remove the valve cover and valve core to deflate the tire.
2. Dismantling the sensor: Do not directly break the tyre bead in the region of the TPMS sensor. Use
appropriate tools to remove the sensor.
3. Installing sensor:
1. Connect the sensor body and the valve stem. Adjust the angle between them to fit the hub.
2. Install the valve stem on the rim’s valve hole and tighten the back screw.
3. Adjust the angle between the sensor body and valve stem to fit the hub.
4. Inflating the tire: Inflate the tyre to the nominal value according to the tyre data plate using a valve core

removal tool.

Sensor Installation

Foxwell T20 sensors are shipped blank and must be programmed with the Foxwell TPMS tool, which is
recommended to be performed before installation.



Deflating the tire

Remove the valve cover and valve core to deflate the tyre.
Remove the valve cover and valve core to deflate the tyre.

Place the tire in the tire machine with the TPMS sensor located 180° away from the bead breaker tool arm. Break
the tire bead and remove the tire from the tire machine. Then use a suitable tool to dismantle the TMPS sensor.
(Note™ in some cases the tire may have to be removed entirely from the wheel)

Caution

Do not directly break the tire bead in the region of the TPMS sensor as it is easily damaged. If the TPMS sensor is
a rubber valve snap-in type, please use the tire valve stem puller tool to remove it.
