About Your Product:



The Task Light (Model number: CTLO01) is a portable light designed to provide illumination for various tasks. It
features a power switch, lens/adjuster, hanging hook, and requires a battery (sold separately) for operation.

Product Usage Instructions

Installing and Removing the Battery:

1. To install the battery, simply insert the battery pack into the designated slot. Make sure the latch on the battery
snaps in place and the battery pack is securely attached to the tool.

2. To remove the battery, depress the latch and pull out the battery pack.

Adjusting the Position of the Light:

To adjust the position of the light:

1. Pull the lamp fully forward to find the hanging hook.
2. Flip out the hanging hook.
3. Once the hook has been deployed, the light can be angled accordingly.

4. The lamp can also be sat upright for different lighting angles.

Operation:

To operate the Task Light:

To switch on, press the green button once.
Press the green button a second time for full brightness.
Press the green button a third time to switch off the light.

There is an adjuster on the lens to turn the beam from wide to narrow.
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WARNING: Do not shine the light directly into your own or anyone else’s eyes.

Charging the Battery:

To charge the battery:

1. Line up the slot of the battery with the slot of the charger and slide it into place. (The charger is sold
separately.)

2. The battery indicator light should turn from green to red when the battery is charging.

3. When the indicator light has turned green, the battery should be fully charged.

4. The state of charge of the battery can be tested by pressing the button. Three bars indicate a full charge, two
bars indicate a partial charge, and one bar indicates a low charge.

5. WARNING: Allow the battery to cool down before charging if it is hot after continuous use.

BATTERY
All batteries wear out over time due to normal wear and tear. Do not attempt to disassemble and repair the



For the longest possible
battery life, we suggest the following:

Remove the battery from the charger once fully charged.

Store the battery away from moisture and at a temperature below 80°F.

Store the battery with at least a 30% — 50% charge.

If a battery has been stored for six months or more, charge the battery as normal.
Maintenance

Your product requires very little care and maintenance. Simply clean the lens regularly with a non-abrasive
cleaner, we recommend the work light to be completely discharged every one month and fully recharged again
.Only store with a fully charged battery and top-up the charge from time to time if stored for a long time (we
recommend the work light to be completely discharged every three month and fully recharged again). Store in a
dry and frost-free place, the ambient temperature should not exceed 40°C.

Safety warning for work-Light

This is not a toy; children should not permit to use it. This is a DIY product, all electronic parts fixed already, any
intention of opening work-light or changing work-light design is prohibitive unless a professional electrician.
