3. Insert the standard Bowens Reflector into the corresponding Bowens mount socket of the light, then turn it

clockwise gently. To remove the reflector from the light, pull back the retaining clip and rotate the reflector

counterclockwise.

4. Attach the power adpoter onto the V-Mount Slot of the U-frame.
