Description

The REPLICATE pedal is designed to drive two or three amplifiers at the same time from a single guitar or pedal
chain.

The main output is a direct connection to input, thereby providing the load seen by guitar. Copied outputs are each
independently isolated from ground in order to prevent ground loops, which typically end up injecting hum or buzz
into the signal path.
