Operation

4.1 Charge the Spotlight Presenter

If the following symbol appears on the display: the battery status is low. Connect the supplied USB charging cable
to the micro-USB port (5). Connect the free plug on the USB charging cable to a suitable USB charger.

A complete charging cycle takes about 2hours.
